CHAPTER 161.

[Published March 81, 1862.]

AN ACT to legalize a public highway in Pierce county.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

Seorion 1. The acts of the supervisors of Clifton,
in Pierce county, on the sixth day of July, A.D. 1861,
in laying ont a highway in said town, described as fol-
lows: commencing at the north-west corner of the
south-west quarter of the south-west quarter of sec-
tion twenty-five, town twen¥y-seven, and range twenty,
on the Hudson and Prescott road, and terminating
opposite the farm of one David Rollins, on the Pres-
cott and River Falls road, are hereby legalized and
declared to be valid, and the said highway is hereby
declared to be a legal highway.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 162.
[ Published March 81, 1862.]

AN ACT to repeal chapter 336 of the private and local [general]
laws of 1860, entitled “an act to incorporate the village of
Euglsburg.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SeerioN 1. That chapter three hundred and thirty-
six of the private and local [igeneral‘] laws of 1860, en-
titled “ an act to incorporate the village of Englsburg,”
be the same is hereby repealed.

Secrior 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.
