All the streets in the village of Union 
Grove in the county of Racine, as designated by the 
recorded plat thereof, are declared to be public high-
ways.

CHAPTER 326. 

[Published April 15, 1862.] 

AN ACT to declare part of the road of the Racine and Rock river 
plankroad, a public highway. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in son-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. All that part of the Racine and Rock 
river plankroad, which lies in the towns of Dover and 
Rochester, in the county of Racine, from the house of 
Hugh Finnan in said town of Dover, to the intersection 
of said plankt:oad with the so-called United States road, 
in the said town of Rochester, being a distance of about 
two miles, is hereby declared to be a public highway. 

SECTION 2.. The damages sustained by any person, 
company or corporation, in consequence of the estab-
lishing of the said public highway, as provided by sec-
tion one of this act, shall be determined and paid iu 
the same manner as provided by chapter nineteen of 
the revised statutes. . 

SECTION 3. This act shill take effeet and'be in force 
from and after its passage.
