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of eight (8) hours, and all engagements, contracts or 
agreements for labor in such cases, shall be so con-
strued: provided, that the provisions of this section 
sliall.not apply to any contract for labor by the week, 
month or year. 

SECTION 3. That whenever a fine shall be collected PneesBorbielt: 
in accordance with the first section of this act, the same fit of common 
shall be paid over to the supervisors of the county 

schools. 

wherein the trial may be had, and the same shall be 
disbursed by them for the benefit of common schools. 

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after July 4th, 1867.

CHAPTER 84. 

[Published April 9, 1861.] 

AN ACT relating to the adjournment of terms of the circuit courts. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. The several circuit judges of this state AdiolumnentL 
are hereby authorized to adjourn any term of the cir- 
cuit court in any county to a day beyond the time ap-
pointed by law for holding a term of such court in 
some other county in the same circuit, and at the time 
appointed therefor, to proceed with the business of the 
term so adjourned, in the same manner and with like 
force and effect as though no term had so intervened 
in another county. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage. 	 •
