AN ACT to amend section twenty of chapter seventeen of the 

revised statutes, 'entitled "of fences and fence viewers, of 
pounds and the impounding of cattle." 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows. 

SECTION 1. Section twenty of chapter seventeen of Amended. 
the revised statutes is hereby amended by adding 
to the end of said section the following : "provided, 
that in towns having less than three road districts, the 
supervisors of such town shall be the fence viewers 
therein." 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.
