Chapter one hundred and fifty-two of Relleillet 
general laws of 1872, entitled "an act to authorize the 
county boards of supervisors in the several counties of 
this state, to levy a special tax for county road pur-
poses," is hereby repealed : provided, that the pro- 
visions of this act shall apply to the county of Vernon 
only. 

Any moneys heretofore raised under Now  not WI  
the provisions of chapter one hundred and fifty-two of f.'grrt 
the general laws of 1872, and not appropriated at the ° I fend' 
the time of the passage of this act, shall revert to the 
general fund of the several counties in which said mon- 
eys remain unappropriated.

CHAPTER 269.

AN ACT to appropriate to G. E. Weiss, a sum of money therein 
named. 

The people of the state of 'Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SicarioN 1. There is hereby appropriated to G. E. 
Weiss, out of any money in the treasury not other-
wise appropriated, the sum of two hundred and twenty-
eight dollars, in full payment for expenses incurred by 
him in defending his right to a seat in the assembly, 
contested by Hiram R. Bond. 

SzanoN 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage.
