Whenever any village organized 
lag°b(mds is-  under the provisions of chapter 40, of the re- sued for bridge 
building. 	Ved statutes, shall have heretofore voted to 

issue negotiable bonds for the purpose of build-
ing a bridge, and such bonds shall have been 
issued and negotiated at a sum not less than 
their face value, to an amount not exceeding 
the constitutional limit of indebtedness of such 
village, such bonds are hereby declared to be 
valid, notwithstanding any went of authority 
under the statute for the issuing of such bonds, 
or the incurring of such indebtedness. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be 
in force from and after its passage and publi-
tion.
