JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 16.

Proposing an amendment to section 1, of article 10, of the
constitution of the state of Wisconsin relating to educa-

tion.

Resolved, by the scnate, the assembly concurring, That
section 1, of article 10, of the constitution of the state of
Wisconsin be amended so as to read as follows:

Section 1. The supervision of publie instruction shall be
vested in a state superintendent and such other officers as
the legislature shall direct; and their qualifications,
powers, duties and compensation shall be preseribed by
law. The state superintendent shall be chosen by the qual-
ified electors of the state at the same time and in the same
manner as members of the supreme court, and shall hold
his office for four years from the succeeding first Monday
in July. The state superintendent chosen at the general
election in November, 1902, shall hold and continue in his
office until the first Monday in July, 1905, and his suec-
cessor shall be chosen at the time of the judicial election in
April, 1905. The term of office, time and manner of elect-
ing or appointing all other officers of supervision of public
instruction shall be fixed by law. .

JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 17.

Resolved, by the Assembly, the Senate concurring, that
the Congress of the United States be and hereby is re-
quested to enact a law to prevent desecration of the Amer-
ican flag, to prevent its use for advertisement, to prevent
placing upon it or attaching to it devices or inscriptions
and to punish those who treat it with indignity or wan-
tonly injure or destroy it;

That the Senators and Representatives of this state be
and are requested to favor and assist in the passage of such
a law.
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
