CHAPTER 271. 
AN ACT to amend subsection 6 of section 1548b of the statutes, 

relating to excise and providing for sum to be paid for li-
censes. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Subsection 6 of section 1548b of the statutes is 
amended to read: (Section 1548b) 6. At such special elections 
in towns where the sum to be paid for license is fixed at one hun-
dred dollars, or over, the electors may increase such sum to either 
two hundred dollars, two hundred and fifty dollars, three hun-
dred and fifty dollars or five hundred dollars; and in any city, 
village, or town, wherein the sum to be paid for license is fixed 
at two hundred dollars or over, they may increase such sum to 
three hundred and fifty dollars, five hundred dollars, or eight 
hundred dollars. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and 
after its passage and publicatidn.

CHAPTER 272: 
AN ACT to authorize the justices of the peace elected in the 

town of Lake, Milwaukee county, to perform the duties of such 
office in the seventeenth ward of the city of Milwaukee. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. All justices of the peace elected in the town of 
Lake, Milwaukee county, in this state, are authorized and em-
powered to keep and maintain offices and perform all the duties 
pertaining to the office of justice of the peace in and for said 
town of Lake in the seventeenth ward of the city of Milwaukee, 
as fully as they now do in the said town of Lake. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and 
after its passage and publication.
