It shall be tuilaw-
ful and is hereby prohibited to hunt, take, kill or pursue rabbits 
with ferrets, or to have a ferret or ferrets ih possession while 
hunting; pro ruled that in Door county it shall be lawful for any 
person to hunt, take, kill or pursue rabbits with ferrets on any 
land owned or occupied by such person.
