time to time by the county board of such counties.

CHAPTER 339. 
AN ACT to create section 60.68 of the statutes, relating to ob-

structions in non-navigable creeks and other non-navigable 
streams. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. A new section is added to the statutes to read : 

60.68 Whenever any non-navigable creek or other non-navigable 
stream becomes obstructed so that the natural flow of water along 
the same is prevented, the supervisors of the town in which such 
obstruction is located may at the expense of the town remove such 
obstruction, and in so doing may enter upon any land or lands 
necessary to be entered upon for the carrying out of such pur-
pose. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
iation.
