SECTION 1. 180.13 of the statutes is renumbered to be 180.13 
(1) of the statutes. 

SECTION 2. 180.13 (2) of the statutes is created to read: 
180.13 (2) If authorized by the bylaws of the corporation, the 

board of directors may elect an executive committee to consist 
of not less than 3 directors, which committee may to the extent 
provided in the bylaws have and exercise the powers of the board 
of directors when not in session, except action in respect of 
dividends to stockholders, election of officers, or the filling of 
vacancies in the board of directors or executive committee.
