CHAPTER 148, Laws of 1973

AN ACT to amend 114.‘35 (1); and to create 114.11 (5) of the stat,utes,‘ relating to
airport projects sponsored jointly by a political subdivision in this state and by a
similar unit in an adjoining state. :

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembl 'y, do enact
as follows:

'SECTION 1. 114.11 (5) of the statutes is created to read:

114.11 (5) The governing body of any county, city, village or town in this state
may, together with any municipality or other political subdivision of ‘an adjoining state
if, under the laws of that state, such municipality or other political subdivision is
similarly authorized, jointly sponsor an airport project located in this state-or m the
adjoining state. R

(a) If the project is located in this state, the secretary of transportation shall act
as agent on behalf of the joint sponsors. If the project is located in the adjoining state,
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the proper public official or agency of that state shall act-as agent on behalf of the
joint sponsors. - SR

(b) All matters relating to financing of the joint project shall be governed by the
laws of the jurisdiction which furnishes the specific moneys. All other matters relating
to the joint project shall be governed by the laws of the state in which the project is
located. S : :

SECTION 2 114.35 (1) of the statutes is amended to read: -

114.35 (1) It is'declared to be the policy of the state to promote the development
of an airport system in ‘the this state and t6 promote the development of joint airports
in_this state and in adjoining states which mutually benefit citizens of this state and
those of adjoining states. The secretary shall use the amount provided by the state to
assist sponsors in matching the federal aid that may become available to the state or
available te for specific projects:or joint projects within the this state or in an adjoining’
state 'and to aid sponsors in the development of approved projects on the state system
or said joint projects independent of federal aid and for air-marking and air navigation
facilities. : ‘ :
