i teacher written objection, thereto, no pupil is required to take instruction in physiology 
f and hygiene, in the effects of controlled substances and alcohol and` in symptoms of 

disease. 

(2) HIGH SCHOOLS. Courses in arithmetic, sciences, business and commerce, civics, 
English, languages, history, mathematics, physical training' and such other subjects as 
the board determines shall be taught in the high schools in order t0 obtain the 
objectives identified by the board under s. 119.16 (1).
