CHAPTER 28, Laws of 1979

AN ACT to amend 115.28 (7) (a) and (c) and (7m) and 227.01 (11) (f) of the stat-
utes, relating to the duties of the state superintendent of public instruction in regard to
setting standards of attainment for the licensing and certification of teachers and
school nurses.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do enact as
Jollows:

SECTION 1. 115.28 (7) (a) and (c) and (7m) of the statutes are amended to read:

115.28 (7) (a) License or certify all teachers for the public schools of the state, make
rules and-prescribe establishing standards of attainment and procedures for the examina-
tion, licensing and certification of teachers within the limits prescribed in ss. 118.19 (2)
and (3) and 118.195, prescribe by rule standards and procedures for the approval of
teacher preparatory programs leading to certification or licensure, file in his or her office
all papers relating to state teachers’ licenses and certificates and register each such license
or certificate.

(c) License, certify and make rules and-preseribe-standards-of attainment for the ex-
amination, licensing and certification of persons, including teachers, employed by special
education programs as defined ins. 115.76 (10).

(7m) CERTIFICATION OF SCHOOL NURSES. Certify school nurses, make and-preseribe

standards-of attainment rules for the examination and certification of school nurses and
file in the superintendent’s office all papers relating to school nurses certification and

register each such certification.
SECTION 2. 227.01 (11) (f) of the statutes is amended to read:
