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1983 Wisconsin Act 406

AN ACT to repeal 100.15 (2); and to amend 100.15 (1) and 100.15 (3) (b) of the statutes,
relating to redemption of trading stamps and similar devices.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do enact as
Jollows:
SECTION 1. 100.15 (1) of the statutes is amended to read:

100.15 (1) No persons-firmycorporation, orassociation-within-this-state may use, give;

SECTION 2. 100.15 (2) of the statutes is repealed.
SECTION 3. 100.15 (3) (b) of the statutes is amended to read:

100.15 (3) (b) A manufacturer-packer-or-dealer person who issues a slip;-ticket-or

check trading stamp or other similar device, with the sale of any goods, wares-ormer
chandise; which bears upon its face a stated cash value and is redeemable ealy in cash fer
the-amount-stated; upon presentatlon in amounts aggregatlng 25 cents or over of re-
demption value, as he-perses g arpe Or in mer-
chandise at the optlon of the holder.
