evidence submitted, certified as correct by the attor-
ney general, the director of the state laboratory of 
hygiene, the director of the federal bureau of investi-
gation, the chief hospital administrator, the head of 
the local health department or a person designated by 
any of them, shall, when offered by the state or the 
accused, be received as evidence of the facts and find-
ings stated, if relevant . The expert who made the find-
ings need not be called as a witness.
