Tile 
operator of a vehicle involved in an accident resulting 
in injury to or death of any person, any damage to 
state or other government-owned property , except a 
state or other government-owned vehicle, to an appar-
ent extent of $200 or more or total damage to property 
owned by any one person or to a state or other govern-
ment-owned vehicle to an apparent extent of $500 or 
more shall immediately by the quickest means of com-
munication give notice of such accident to the police 

1987 Wisconsin Act 211 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1 . 346.70 (1) of the statutes is amended 
to read : 

department, the sheriff's department or the traffic 
department of the county or municipality in which the 
accident occurred or to a state traffic patrol officer. In 
this subsection, "injury" means injury to a person of a 
physical nature resulting in death or the need of first 
aid or attention by a physician or surgeon, whether or

For 
purposes of this subsection if any property which is 
damaged is held in a form of joint or multiple owner- 
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ship, the property shall be considered to be owned by 
one person . 
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
