343.16 (2) (a) The secretary may require any appli-
cant for a license or any licensed operator to submit to 
a special examination by such persons or agencies as 
the secretary may direct to determine incompetency, 
physical or mental disability, disease or any other con-
dition which might prevent such applicant or licensed 
person from exercising reasonable and ordinary con-
trol over a motor vehicle. When the department 
requires the applicant to submit to an examination, 
the applicant shall pay the cost thereof. If the depart-
ment receives an application for a renewal or dupli-
cate license after voluntary surrender under s. 343 .265 
or receives a report from a physician or optometrist 
under s. 146.82 (3), or if the department has a report of 

146.82 (3) (b) Notwithstanding sub. (1), an optom-
etrist who examines a patient whose vision in the 
optometrist's judgment affects the patient's ability to 
exercise reasonable and ordinary control over a motor 
vehicle may report the patient's name and other infor-
mation relevant to the condition to the department of 
transportation without the informed consent of the 
patient.

449.20 Civil immunity. No optometrist shall be lia-

ble for any civil damages for either of the following: 

(1) Reporting in good faith to the department of 
transportation under s. 146.82 (3) a patient's name 
and other information relevant to the vision of the 
patient which in the optometrist's judgment impairs 
the patient's ability to exercise reasonable and ordi-
nary control over a motor vehicle. 

(2) In good faith, not reporting to the department 
of transportation under s. 146.82 (3) a patient's name 
and other information relevant to the vision of the 
patient which in the optometrist's judgment does not 
impair the patient's ability to exercise reasonable and 
ordinary control over a motor vehicle. 

2 or more arrests within a one-year period for any 
combination of violations of s. 346.63 (1), or a local 
ordinance in conformity therewith, or s. 346.63 (lm), 
1985 stats., or s . 346.63 (2) or 940.25, or s. 940.09 
where the offense involved the use of a vehicle, the 
department shall determine, by interview or other-
wise, whether the operator should submit to an exami-
nation under this subsection . The examination may 
consist of an assessment . If the examination indicates 
that education or treatment for a disability, disease or 
condition concerning the use of alcohol or a con-
trolled substance is appropriate, the department may 
order a driver safety plan in accordance with s. 343.30 
(1 q) . If there is noncompliance with assessment and 
the driver safety plan, the department shall suspend 
the person's operating privilege in the manner speci-
fied in s.
