The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION  1.  14.035 of the statutes is created to read:

14.035  Governor may enter into Indian gaming
compacts.  The governor may, on behalf of this state,
enter into any compact that has been negotiated under 25
USC 2710 (d).
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
