The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows:
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SECTION 1s. 121.02 (1) (c) of the statutes is
renumbered 121.02 (1) (c) (intro.) and amended to
read:

121.02 (1) (c) (intro.) it
Provide remedial reading services for under-achieving
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students a pupil in grades kindergarten through-grade
3 to 4 if any of the following occurs:

SECTION 2. 121.02 (1) (c) I and 2 of the statutes
are created to read:

121.02 (1) (c) 1. The pupil fails to meet the reading
objectives specified in the reading curriculum plan
developed by the school board under par. (k).

2. The pupil fails to score above the state minimum
performance standard on the reading test under par.
(r) and:

a. A teacher in the school district and the pupil’s
parent or guardian agree that the pupil’s test perform-
ance accurately reflects the pupil’s reading ability; or

b. A teacher in the school district determines, based
on other objective evidence of the pupil’s reading com-
prehension, that the pupil’s test performance accu-
rately reflects the pupil’s reading ability.

SECTION 3. Effective date. This act takes effect
on July 1, 1991.
