The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION  1.  73.03 (47) of the statutes is created to
read:

73.03 (47)  To absolve a taxpayer of liability for inter-
est and penalties if the taxpayer shows that the liability
resulted because he or she relied on an erroneous, written
statement made by an employe of the department acting
in an official capacity and that the taxpayer had given the
employe adequate and accurate information.
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
