AN ACT to amend 15.94 (intro.); and to create 15.94 (4) of the statutes, relating to: appointing a student enrolled

in a vocational, technical and adult education school to the state vocational, technical and adult education board.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION  1.  15.94 (intro.) of the statutes is amended
to read:

15.94  Board of vocational, technical and adult
education; creation.  (intro.)  There is created a board of
vocational, technical and adult education consisting of 12
13 members.  No person may serve as president of the
board for more than 2 successive annual terms.  The
board shall be composed of:

SECTION  2.  15.94 (4) of the statutes is created to read:
15.94 (4)  One student enrolled at least half–time and

in good academic standing at a vocational, technical and
adult education school who is at least 18 years old and a
resident of this state, for a 2–year term.  The governor
may not appoint a student member from the same voca-
tional, technical and adult education school in any 2 con-
secutive terms.  If the student member loses the status
upon which the appointment was based, he or she shall
cease to be a member of the board.
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
