VE 6,01 Certification; application. (1) Application for an animal
technician certificate shall be made on forms prescribed by the board,
which shall include proof of graduation from a veterinary examining
board approved 4-semester course, or an affidavit from the Wisconsin-
licensed veterinarian (s) who employed the applicant for 2 years in com-
pliance with s, 453.06 (3) (a) 2., Stats.

(2) The examination fee, established in s. 440.05 (1), Stabs., is pay-
able in advance. Failure to pass the examination shall render the appli-
cant ineligible for examination except upon reapplication accompanied
by an additional examination fee.

VE 6.02 Certificate; fee, renewal, display thereof, change of ad-
dress. (1) No renewal of certificate shall be issued except upon payment
of the biennial fee.

(2) The certificate and renewal shall be displayed in an area open to
the public in the place of practice.

(3) Certified animal technicians shall notify the board of any change
in their practice address within 30 days of such change.

VE 6.03 Disciplinary actions. When a complaint is filed against a
certified animal technician, the procedural rules in RL-2, Wis. Adm.
Code shall apply. The board may reprimand the animal technician or
deny, suspend, limit or revoke the certificate.
