(3) To obtain credit for completion of continuing education programs, 
a chiropractor shall submit to the board a certificate of attendance issued 
by the provider or other evidence of attendance satisfactory to the 
board.

Chir 5.03 Approval of continuing education programs. (1) To obtain ap­
proval of a continuing education program, an application on forms pro­
vided by the board shall be submitted to the board office, 1400 East 
Washington Avenue, Madison, Wisconsin 53702, and shall include a gen­
eral description of the subject matter, the time and location, and the 
name and title of the instructor of the program. 

(2) An application for a continuing education program shall be ap­
proved if: 

(a) The program relates to the general subject areas of the practice of 
chiropractic. 

(b) The provider of the continuing education program agrees to moni­
tor the attendance and furnish to each participant evidence of having 
attended the program. 

(3) A separate application shall be submitted for each continuing edu­
cation program approval request. 

( 4) Continuing education programs may include subject matter other 
than that related to the practice of chiropractic; however, only the parts 
of the program which relate to the practice of chiropractic shall be eligi­
ble for credit, if approved by the board.
