Pl 3.01 Definitions. In this chapter:

(1) “Accredited” means that an educational institution meets
required educational standards or accepted criteria of quality inits
educational program as established by a recognized state, region-
al, or national accrediting agency.

(2) “Administrator” means a persen who manages, supervises
or evaluates professional staff and who has district-wide or multi-
ple program management or supervisory responsibilities in any
area affecting educational programs, curriculum, instraction, pu-
pil services or business administration,

(3) “Advanced program™ means a professional education pro-
gram leading to licensure offered at the post-baccalaureate level.

(3m) “Alternative education program™ means an instructional
program, approved by a school board, that utilizes successful al-
ternative or adaptive school structures and teaching techniques

and that is incorporated into existing fraditional classrooms orreg-
ularly scheduled curricular programs or that is offered in place of
regularty scheduled curricular programs.”Alternative education
program” does not include a private school or a home—based pri-
vate educational program,

{4) “Alternative school” has the meaning defined in s, 115,71
(1), Stats.

{5) “American Indian parent advisory committee” means the
comimittee appointed by a school board under s. 115.735, Stats.

(6) “Approved program” means a professional education pro-
gram developed and offered by a higher education institution in
Wisconsin and approved by the state superintendent under s.
115.28 (7), Stats., and chs, PT 3 and 4; or in another state and ap-
proved in accordance with the statutes and administrative rles of
that state.

(7} “Classroom” means an area or space designated for
instructing pupils.
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(8) “Concentration” means a field of study in which a student
completes at least 12 semester credits as part of an approved pro-
gram leading to Heensure.

(9) “Consultant” means a specialist or resource person whose
advice is sought in improving an educational program, facilities,
or methods of cooperation, limited to a specified period of time,
for a specific purpose or program,

(8m) “Contact hour” means a 50-minute ciass period.

(10} “Cooperating teacher” means a licensed school profes-
sional who supervises students during their clinical program in
cooperation with the college or university supervising staff and
who meets eriteriz described in s. P14.10 (5).

(11) “Course™ means organized subject matter in which
instruction is offered within a period of time, and for which credit
is usually granted by an accredited college ot university.

(12} “Curriculum coordinator or director of instruction”
means a member of the professional staff of a school system re-
sponsible for coordination of various curricular offerings within
cither one or more schools in a school system.

(13) “Department™ means the Wisconsin department of public
instruction,

(14) “Director of instruction” means a member of the profes-
sional staff of a school system responsible for any or all of the acti-
vities of coordination, supervision and evaluation of various cur-
ricular offerings and staff members within either one or more
schools in a school system.

(14m) “Director of special education and pupil ser-
vices"means the person who is the administrator of the special
education or pupil services program or of both programs.

(15) “Early childhood level,” for purposes of licensing, means
prekindergarten through grade 3.

(16) “Elementary level,” for purposes of licensing, means
grades 1 through 6,

(17) “Elementary/middle level,” for purposes of hcensmg,
means grades 1 through 9.

(18) “Equivalency” means the state or condition of being
equal or comparable in value, meaning or effect, to given criteria
established for courses, course work, programs or experience.,

(18m) “Full-time teaching” means employment under con-
tract as a classroom teacher for at least 180 days.

(19) “Initial license” means the first regular license which ver-
ifies that the holder has satisfied the minimum requirements pre-
scribed in this chapter.

{20) “Institution” means an independent or public coliege or
university engaged in the preparation of professional school per-
sonnel.

{21) “Tnstitutional endorsement” means written verification
from the certifying officer at an institution which prepares profes-
sionai school personnel that the applicant has satisfactorily com-
pleted the approved program and is recommended for a specific
license.

{22) “License” means a document issued under this chapter
granting authority or permission to serve as a professional school
employe in Wisconsin public schools.

{23) “Long-term substitute” means a substifute teacher
employed for 21 or more consecutive days in the same teaching
assignment.

(24) “Major” means a field of study in which a student com-
pletes at Ieast 34 semester credits, unless more credits are speci-
fied, as part of an approved program leading to Icensure.

(25) “Middle level,” for purposes of licensing, means grades
" 5 through 9.

(26) “Middle/secondary level,” for purposes of licensing,
means grades 6 through 12,
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{27) “Minor” means a field of study in which a student com-
pletes at least 22 semester credits as part of an approved program
leading to licensure.

(27m) “Off—campus course” means any course offered for
credit for which the regular meeting place is outside the communi-
ty in which the college or university is located.

(28) “Practicum” means supervised experience in a school,
clinic or other setting which provides practical application of
theory for the student in an advanced program,

(28m) “Principal” means the person who serves as the admin-
istrator of a school, such as an eIementary, middle, or secondary
level school.

(29) “Professional education sequence™ means the education-
al foundations, the instructional materials, the methodology
course work, and the clinical program designed for students en-
rolled in a professional education program.

(30) “Pupil” means any child age biréh through 21 enrolled in
a school or a school program,

(31) “Qualified” means the holding of the appropriate license.

{32) “Reguiar license” means a license issued under s. P13.03
(2) to a person who fully meets the licensing requirements for
serving in a given position in education.

(33) ‘“Regularly employed” means employment as a profes-
sional school employe, at fixed or uniform Intervals, for the equiv-
alent of at least one hour per day for at least one semester.

(33m) “Schaol business adminisirator” means the person
who generally reports to the superintendent and who has primary
budget and fiscal responsibility in the school district.

(34) “Secondary level,” for purposes of licensing, means
grades 9 through 12,

{(35) “Short-term substituie” means a substitute teacher
employed for no more than 20 consecutive days in the same teach-
ing assignment.

(36) “Special education” means the education of pupﬂs with
exceptional educational needs because of emotional disturbance,
hearing disability, learning disability, mental retardation or other
developmental disability, physical or orthopedic disability,
speech or language disability, or visual disability.

{37) “Special subjects” means agriculture, ari, business
education, home economics, technology education, music, or
physical education.

{37m) “Specialist degree or the equivalent” means a special-
ist degree earned at an accredited college or university or at least
60 graduate semester credits completed as part of an approved
program leading to licensure.

{38) “State superintendent” means the superintendent of pub-
He instruction for the state of Wisconsin.

(39) “Student” means a person enrolled in a professional
education program leading to licensure.

(40) “Student teaching” means classroom practice through
observation, participation, and actual teaching under the direction
of a college or university supervisor of student teachers and a
cooperating teacher as a part of the professional education pro-
gram offered by an institution,

(41) “Substitute teacher” means a licensed teacher who occu-
pies temporarily the position of an absent teacher.

(42) “Superintendent” means district administrator as defined
ins. 115,001 (8), Stats., and is the person who is the administrative
head of a school district.

(43) “Supervisor of student teacher” means the person
employed by the teacher preparation institution who works with
the cooperating teacher in the direction and supervision of student
teaching and intern experiences.

(44} “Teacher” means alicensed professional school employe
whose work includes the exercise of any educational function for
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compensation including instructing pupils or administering, di-
recting, or supervising any educational activity.

(45) “Teacher aide” means a person who performs a variety
of duties under the direct supervision of a licensed teacher, except
professional teaching responsibilities such as diagnosing educa-
tional needs, prescribing teaching and learning procedures, and
evaluating the effects of teaching.

(48) “Teaching experience’ means experience in which the -
censed teacher as a regular professionat school employe is actual-
ly condueting learning experiences of pupi.ls in a classroom set-
ting on a continuing basis.

(46m} “Third-party vendor” means any individual, organiza-
tion or agency which contracts as a proprietorship, partnership or
corporation with a college or university to provide off—campus
courses. _ _

(47) “Tribal council” includes the governing body of an Indian
tribe regardless of how denominated. _

P13.02 Approval of professional education programs
leading to'licensure, (1) Each professional education pro-
gram offered by an institution in Wisconsin shall meet all of the
requirements of chs. PI 3 and 4, but may exceed these minimums
as determined by the institution.

{2) The state superintendent shall conduct a site review ateach
institution in Wisconsin at least once every 3 years for the purpose
of approving programs under s. 115.28 (7), Stats., and chs PI3
and 4,

(3} The state supermtendent does not approve programs out-
side the state of Wisconsin. The state superintendent shall accept
the institutional endorsement from an out-of-state institution
which has been approved under the statutes and administrative
rules of that state. An applicant from an out—of-state institution
under this subsection shall meet all of the requircments of this
chapter in addition to having the institutional endorsement.

(4) Aninstitution may accept proficiency examinations in lieu
of course work, These examinations shall be administered by an
institution offering an approved program and the credits earned by
examinrations shali be included on the official transcript issued by
the examining institution.

P13.023 Acceptance of off-campus courses for con-
tinuing professional education credit. Credit earned in
off—campus courses may be accepted toward meeting the continu-
ing professional education requirement under s. PI 3.03 (2) (b)
only if the course is offered by a Wisconsin college or university
which has a program approved under ch., P14 or by an accredited
baccalaureate or graduate degree granting college or university,
and only as follows:

(1) OrF-CcAMPUS COURSES OFFERED BY WISCONSIN COLLEGES
OR UNIVERSITIES WITH APPROVED PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION PRO-
GRAMS. (a) Off-campus courses offered by a Wisconsin college
or university with a professional education program approved un-
der ch. PI 4 shall be accepted toward meeting the continuing pro-
fessional education requirement under s. PI 3.03 (2) (b), if the off—
campus course meets all of the following requirements: -

‘1. The off-campus course shall include at least 15 contact
hours of direct contact instruction per semester credit.

‘2. The off-campus course shatl include an evaluation of each
student’s comprehension and mastery of the course content.

(b) If the off-campus course is directly designed and spon-
sored by the college or university which has the approved profes-
sional education program, the college or university is not required
to submit the course under sub. (2}, but the college or university
shall make any information required under this subsection avail-
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able to the depariment during program approval site reviews un-
der s. P14.02, or at the request of the department. If the offcam-
pus course is offered through a third—party vendor, the college or
university shall meet all of the requirements of sub, (2).

(2) OFr—CAMPUS COURSES OFFERED BY WISCONSIN COLLEGES
OR UNIVERSITIES WHICH DO NOT HAVE APPROVED PROFESSIONAL
EDUCATION PROGRAMS OR BY QUT-QF-STATE COLLEGES OR UNIVER-
simEs. Off-campus courses offered by a Wisconsin college oruni-
versity which does not have a professional education program ap-
proved under ch. P1 4, or by any ont—of-state college or university
shall be accepted toward meeting the continuing professional
education requirement under s. P13.03 (2) (b}, if all of the follow-
ing requirements are met:

(a) Registration. A coliege or university offering off—campus
courses under this subsection shall register with the department
each year at least 30 days before the first meeting of the first
course, The college or university shall submit all of the following
fo the department:

1. The current catalog or bulletm from the college or universi-
ty.

2. Verification of accreditation. :

3. A listing of all off-campus courses previously accepted un-
der this section which the college or university intends to offer
during the year. The listing shall include each site and the dates on
which the off-campus course will be offered. If dates or sites are
added, the college or university shail notify the department. if a
previously accepted course has been amended, the changes shall
be submitted under par. (b).

(b} Course approval. 1. At least 30 days before the ﬁrst meet-
ing of the off-—campus course, the college or university shall sub-
mit all of the following information to the department, for deter-
mination of whether the off-campus course will be accepted by
the department under par. (c):

a. The name and course number of the off-campus course as
it will appear on the students’ transcripts.

b. A course syllabus with a detailed description of course
content for each new off-campus course or of changes ineach pre-
viously accepted off—campus course. ]

¢. Avita foreach faculty member teaching in each off—cam-
pus course.

d. A description of resources and facilities provided or avail-
able to support each off—-campus course.

e. A description of the evaluation required under par. (c) 4.

f. Whether the college or university accepts the off-campus
course toward a degree or program from the college or university
and, if yes, the name of all degrees or programs for which the off—
campus course is accepted.

2. Whether the off-campus course is offered through a third-
party vendor and, if yes, the identity of the third-party vendor.

h. Each site and the dates on which the off-campus course
will be offered. If dates or sites are added, the college or university
shall notify the department,

2. The department shall mail notification of acceptance or de-
nial of acceptance of the off-campus course not later than 10 days
following receipt of the information required under subd. 1. If the
information is not complete, the department shail request that the
additional information be submitted and the notification shall be
mailed not later than 10 days following recelpt of the additional
materials.

()} Course requirements. The off—campus course shall meet afl
of the following requirements:

1. The off-campus course shall include at least 15 contact
hours of direct contact instruction per semester credit.

2. The off-campus course shall include an evaluation of each
student’s comprehension and mastery of the course content.

3. Faculty for the off~campus course shall hold a faculty ap-
pointment at the sponsoring college or university or shall hold at
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least a master’s degree from an accredited college or university.
Faculty’s educational preparation or equivalent experience shall
be in the area related to the specific course assignment,

4. There shall be a systematic process of evaluation for each
off-campus course offered.

(d) Course advertisements. All advertising of the off-campus
course shall comply with s, 100.18 (1), Stats., which prohibits un-
true, deceptive or misleading advertising. After the department
has notified the college or university that the off-campus course
has been accepled toward meeting the continuing professional
education requirement, the following statement may be included
on the advertisement for the off-campus course: “Successful
completion of this off:-campus course will be accepted by the Wis-
consin department of public instruction for meeting the continu-
ing professional education requirement under ch, P[ 3.

(3) OFLCAMPUS COURSES OFFERED THROUGH THIRD-PARTY
VENDORS. If the college or university contracts with a third-party
vendor to offer the off—campus course, the college or university
shall maintain responsibility for meeting all requirements of this
section and for the quality of the course.

(4) REGISTRATION OF THIRD-PARTY VENDORS. A third—party
vendor which contracts with a college or university to offer off-
campus courses shail register with the department each year at
least 30 days before the first meeting of the first off-campus
course. The third—party vendor shall provide all of the following
information to the department:

(a) A statement of the business purpose or purposes of the cor-
poration, proprietorship or partnership.

(b) Copies of all contracts signed with any colleges or universi-
ties to provide offcampus courses. If additional contracts are en-
tered into, the third—party vendor shall send copies to the depart-
ment.

P! 3.025 Approval of programs for equlvalent clock
hours. (1) To meet the continuing professional educational re-
quirement under s. PI 3.03 (2) (b), an applicant may earn equiva-
lent clock hours for a program or other professional experience if
the agency, institution or organization which offers the program
or experience submits an application for approval of the program
or experience to the department at least 30 days prior to the com-
mencement of the program or experience. An individual may not
submit a program for approval under this section; however, an
agency, institution or organization may submit a program on be-
half of one individual. The following agencies, institutions and or-
ganizations may submit proposals to the department:

(a) Accredited colleges and universities,

{b) Cooperative educational service agencies under ch. 116,
Stats.

({c) Divisions and bureaus within the department.

(d) Local public and private education agencies and schools in
‘Wisconsin,

(e} Local, state, regional and national professionat education
organizations; and unions.

(f) Techmnical college system districts established under s.
38.02, Stats.

(g) Other agencies, institutions and organizations approved by
the state superintendent.

(2) To be approved by the department, a program or experi-
ence shall meet one of the following requirements:

(a) Workshops, seminars or conferences may be approved if
all of the following requirements are met;

1. A workshop or seminar shall be in clock hour increments

and shall include a minimum of 5 clock hours related to a specific

theme. The entire approved program shall be accomplished within
a 12-month period.
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2. Aregional, state, or national convention or conference with
a broad common theme may be approved and shalt be limited to
a minimum of 5 clock hours and a maximum of 10 clock hours for
each convention or conference.

(b) A professional field experience may be approved if all of
the following requirements are met;

1. The formal job description shall include individual profes-
sional growth objectives; a plan for student documentation of the
field experience; and a plan for the ongoing monitoring and super-
vision of the field experience.

2. A supervisor shall be designated in the agency which sub-
mits an application for the professional field experience and an
onsite supervisor shall be designated in the agency in which the
field experience takes place.

(c) A professional growth experience completed while serving
as a mentor in a department—approved program or as a cooperat-
ing teacher in a student teaching program approved under s. PI
4.10 may be approved if all of the following requirements are met:

1. The formal description shall include individual profession-
al growth objectives; a plan for the completion of a professional
development project evolving from the individual professional
growih objectives; a plan for documentation of the professional
development project; and a plan for the self—assessment of an in-
dividual’s supervisory activities as related to his or her profession-
al growth obijectives. ’

2. A college or university official shall be designated to serve
as coordinator of the professional growth experience and provide
ongoing guidance and assistance to the mentor or cooperating
teacher throughout the experience. The individual shall be en-
rolled in a concurrent college or university seminar of a minimum
of 12 clock hours. '

(d) 1. A professional growth experience completed while
employed as an ad hoc faculty member in a program approved un-
der ch. PI 4 may be approved for a person who is not regularly
employed at the post—secondary level if all of the requirements
under subd. 3, are met. '

2. A professional growth experience completed while on a
special assignment within grade levels prekindergarien to 12 ina
public or private school or a public schoo! district may be ap-
proved for a faculty member who is regularly employed at the
post—secondary level, except that approval may not be granted if
the assignment is part of the faculty member’s regular or con-
tracted responsibilities. The professional growth experience in
this subdivision shall meet all of the requirements under subd. 3.

3. A professional growth experience completed under subds.
1. and 2. may be approved if all of the following requiremenis are
met:

a. The formal description shall include the individual’s pro-
fessional growth objectives and a plan for the documentation and
evaluation of the professional growth experience,

b. A staff member in the approved program or in the school

or school district shall be designated to coordinate the experience.

P13.03 Types of licenses and renewal requirements.
(1) LICENSE CODES AND LICENSING YEAR. (a) License codes. In
this chapter, the code number following the name of each specific
license designates the subject, grade level or position for which
the license is issued.

(b) Licensing year, BExcept as provided under sub, {6}, alicense
is effective on July 1 of the year of issuance and expires on June
30 of the year of expiration.

{2) REGULAR LICENSE. A regular license is issued or renewed
for 5 years, as follows:
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(a) Issuance. 1. Completion of an approved program. A regu-
lar license may be issued to an applicant who meets all of the re-
quirements of this chapter, including an approved program, and
who has received an institutional endorsement, A regular license
is issued for 5 years.

2. License based on equivalency. A regular license may be is-
sued to an applicant who has not completed an approved program,
if the applicant has obtained a statement from a college or univer-
sity offering an approved program that the applicant has com-
pleted the equivalent of an approved program, and if the applicant
meets all of the requirements of this chapter for the license, except
completion of an approved program.

3. License based on experience. A regular license may be is-
sued to an applicant who presents evidence of having completed
an approved program from another state, except student teaching,
if the applicant verifies eligibility for acceptance into student
teaching from: the institution, meets all applicable requirements of
this chapter, except student teaching, and verifies 3 or more years
of successful teaching experience in the subject and grade level of
preparation.

(b) Renewal. 1, Except as provided under pars. (¢), (¢) and (f)
a regular license may be renewed if the applicant satisfactorily
completes 6 semester credits or the equivalent of continuing pro-

‘fessional education during the 5 years immediately preceding his

or her application for renewal, The 6 semester credits or the equiv-
alent shail be directly and substantively related to one or more of
the licenses held by the applicant or to the applicant’s professional
competency.

2. Except as provided under subd. 3., the 6 semester credits
or the equivalent may be earned by one or & combination of the
following:

a. Semester or equivalent quarter credits earned at an institu-
tion with a program approved under ch, PI 4 or at an accredited
baccalaureate or graduate degree—granting college or university.

b. Semester or equivalent quarter credits earned in an off—
campus course which has been accepted under s. Pf 3.023.

¢. Equivalent clock hours earned in a workshop, seminar or
conference approved under s. PI 3.025 (1) and (2). Thirty clock
hours eamed at a workshop, seminar, or conference shall be
equivalent to one sernester credit earned at an accredited college
or university. :

d. Equivalent clock hours earned in a professional field expe-
rience approved under s. P1 3.025 (1) and (3). Eighty clock hours
earned in a professional field experience shall be equivalent to one
semester credit earned at an accredited college or university.

e. Equivalent credit earned in a professional growth experi-
ence approved under s. PI 3.025 (4), while employed as a mentor
in a department approved program or as a cooperating teacher in
a student teaching program approved under s, PI 4,10,

f. Equivalent credit earned in a professional growth experi-
ence approved under s. PI 3.025 (5}, while employed as an ad hoc
faculty member teaching in a program approved under ch, P14, A
person who is regularly employed at the post-secondary level
may not earn equivalent credit under this subparagraph.

g. For persons regularly employed as faculty at the post—sec-
ondary level, equivalent credit earned in a professional growth ex-
perience approved under s. PI 3.025 (5), while on special assign-
ment within grade levels prekindergarten to 12 in a public or
private school or public school district. Equivalent credit may not
be earned for an assignment which is part of the faculty member’s
regular or contracted responsibilities.

3. No more than one experience under subd. 2. d. to g., equiv-
alent to no more than 3 semester credits, may be counted in meet-
ing the professional education requirement in a 5—year period.

(c) Exemption from the continuing professional education re-
quirentent. 'The continuing professional education requirement

under par. (b) is not required for renewal for the school accupa-~
tional therapist license under s. PI 3.36, the school occupational
therapy assistant license under s. PI 3.365, the school physicat
therapist license under s, PI 3.37, the school physical therapist as-
sistant license under s. PI 3.375, the substitute teacher license un-
der sub. (8), the substitute educational interpreter — hearing im-
paired license under sub. (9), or the special education program
aide license under s. PI 3.39.

(d) Refresher work. An applicant who meets the license re-
quirements under this chapter, but who has not been regularly
employed in the teaching profession within the 5 consecutive
years immediately prior to application for the license or renewal,
may be issued a regular license or renewal upon completion of 6
semesler credits or the equivalent of continuing professionat
education as described under par. (b) during these 35 years,

(e} Educational interpreter — deaf or hard of hearing license
renewal. An educational interpreter — deaf or hard of hearing li-
cense may be renewed if the applicant satisfactorily completes 6
semester credifs or the equivalent of continuing professional
education during the 5 years immediately preceding his or her ap-
plication for renewal, The 6 semester credits or the equivalent
shall be directly and substantively related to one or more of the li-
censes held by the applicant or to the applicant’s professional
competency. The 6 semester credits or the equivalent may be
earned by one or a combination of the following:

1. Semester or équivalent quarter credits earned at an accred-
ited baccalaureate degree—granting college or university.

2. Semester or the equivalent quarter credits earned in an off—
campus course which has been accepted under s. PI 3.023.

3. a. Equivalent clock hours earned in a workshop, seminar
or conference approved under s, P13.025 (1) and (2). Thirty clock
hours earned at a workshop, seminar, or conference shall be
equivalent to one semester credit earned at an accredited college
or university.

b. Egquivalent clock hours may be earned in a professional
growth experience that meets the requirements under s, PI 3.025
(2)(c) 1. and 2., while serving as a mentor in aninterpreter training
program. No more than one experience, equivalent to no more
than 3 semester credits, may be counted in meeting the profession-
al education requirement under this paragraph in a 5-year period.

4. Semester credits earned in the technical college system,

(D) Visually impaired license renewal. Effective July 1, 1995,
alicense to teach the visually impaired may be renewed only if the
applicant satisfactorily includes or supplements the requirements
under par. (b) with at least one activity in each of the following re-
quirements within the 5 years preceding his or her application:

1. Successful completion of either the national literary braille
competency test, or 2 semester credits in reading and writing of
braille, or 30 department approved clock hours in reading and
writing braille. To meet the requirements under this subdivision,
the credits or approved clock hours shall contain a student evalua-
tion component.

2. Bxperience in {eaching braille to school-age children, or
one semester credit in methods of teaching braille, or 15 depart-
ment approved clock hours in methods of teaching braille. To be
accepfed under this subdivision, teaching experience shall be
based on documentary evidence to be approved by the department

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(3) Lire License. (a) Issuance, Effective July 1, 1983, life li-
censes are no longer issued.

(b) Validity. 1. Alifelicense issued prior to July 1, 1962, is val-
id for the lifetime of the holder unless revoked by the state superin-
tendent.

2. Alife license issued on or after July 1, 1962, is valid as long
as the holder is active in the teaching profession, unless revoked
by the state superintendent. Employment in the teaching profes-
sion for at least 90 days in a given school year shall be sufficient
to maintain the validity of this license. This license shall become
invalid if, for 5 or more consecutive years, the holder is not active-
ly employed in the teaching profession. The invalidated license
may be revalidated if the applicant satisfactorily completes 6 se-
mester credits or the equivalent as described in sub. (2) (b) during

(4) MmOR DEFICIENCIES LICENSE. An initial two—year license
may be issued to an applicant who has completed an approved
program in another state but who has minor course work deficien-
cies under this chapter.

A special license issued un-
der this section is valid for a period not to exceed one year and ex-
pires on June 30, unless an earlier expiration date is specified in
the special license.

The request for renewal shail be in writing
and shall include a full explanation of the need for renewal.

4. ‘The state superintendent may issue or deny a special li-
cense. The state superintendent shafl deny a special license to an
applicant who has not met the requirements in s. P1 3.05 (7), if the
applicant completed the initial professionat education programon
or after August 31, 1992,

5. A special administrator license may only be issued as spe-
cified in s, PI 3.55 (2).
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(b) Permit. A permit which authorizes the holder to be
employed for one specific assignment may be issued as follows:

1. Teacher permit. a. A one—year teacher permit which autho-
rizes the holder {o be employed as a teacher may be issued to a per-
son who has a bachelor’s degree but does nof meet the license re-
quirements under this chapier. A permit issued under this
subdivision is valid for a period not to exceed one year and expires
on June 30, unless an earlier expiration is stated in the permit.

b. The district administrator or designated official of the em-
ploying school district shall request & permit in writing with full
explanation and justification of the need, The request shall state
that a search was conducted for a fully--licensed teacher and that
a fully-licensed teacher is not available.

¢. The district administrator or designated official of the em-
ploying school district may request that a permit be renewed., The
permit may be renewed if, between the date of issuance and the
proposed renewal date, the applicant satisfactorily completes at
least 6 semester credits toward completion of an approved pro-
gram, The request for renewat shall be in writing, shall include a
full explanation of the need for renewal and shall state that &
search was conducted for a fully-licensed teacher and that a fully—
licensed teacher is not available.

d. The state superintendent may issue or deny & permit under
this subdivision.

2. Educational interpreter — deaf or hard of hearing permit. a.
A one—year educational interpreter — deaf or hard of hearing per-
mit which authorizes the holder to be employed as an educational
interpreter may be issued to a person who seeks a license as an
educational interpreter for pupils who are deaf or hard of hearing
but does not meet the license requirements under s.

d. The state superintendent may issue or deny a permit under
this subdivision.

3. Mathematics and sciénce permit. a. A 2-year permit which
authorizes the holder to teach in mathematics and science using
a team approach with licensed mathematics or science teachers
may be issued to a person under this subdivision to enhance cur-
riculum and instruction in these subjects. A permit under this sub-
par, may beissued to a person who is eligible under s. 118.192 (2),
Stats., and who has successfully completed a 100 hour training
program established by the state superintendent,

b. A permit holder under this subdivision shall work under
the supervision of a licensed elementary classtoom teacher or un-
der the supervision of a middie or secondary teacher licensed in
mathematics or science. In this subparagraph, “supervision”
means the licensed teacher is avaitable {o coordinate, direct, and
inspect the practice of the person holding a permit under this sub-
division.

¢. A permitholderunder this subdivision may not be assigned
sole responsibility for classroom instruction and may not be hired
to fulfill the responsibility of a fully—Jicensed teacher.
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d. A permit holder under this snbdivision shall be subject to
the personnel evaluation required under s, 121.02 (1) (q), Stats.

e. A permit holder under this subdivision may request that a
permit be renewed. The permit may be renewed if, between the
date of issuance and the proposed renewal date, the applicant sat-
isfactorily completes at least 2 semester credits or the equivalent
of continuing professional education directly and substantively
related to the permit held by the applicant or to the applicant’s pro-
fessional competency. The requirement under this subparagraph
may be waived if an extraordinary circumstance exists and if the
waiver is approved by the state superintendent.

f. The district administrator of the employing school district
or his or her designated official shall submit to the state superin-

tendent, by September 1 annually, an explanation of how the

mathematics and science programs will be enhanced by the em-
ployment of a person holding a permit under this subdivision.

g. The district administrator of the employing school district
or his or her designated official, within 30 days after the end of the
school year in which a permit holder was employed, shall submit
areport to the state superintendent that explains how the mathe-
matics and science programs were enhanced including an ex-
planation of the role of the permit holder.

h. The district administrator shatl ensure that the regularly li-
censed teacher assigned to supervise persons holding a permit un-
der this subdivision has at least 3 years of successful tcaching ex-
perience with at least one year in the district of current
employment. The requirements under this subparagraph may be
waived, in whole or in part, if an extraordinary circumstance ex-
ists and if the waiver is approved by the state superintendent.

-i. The state superintendent may issue or deny a permit under
this subdivision,

4. School audiclogist permit, a, A one—year school audiolo-
gist permit which authorizes the holder to be employed as a school
audiologist may be issued to & person who meets the requirements
under s. P1 3.355 (1) (b)and who secks alicense as a school audiol-
ogist but does not meet the license requirements under s. PI1 3.355.
A permit issued under this subparagraph is valid for a period not
to exceed one year and explres on June 30, unless an earljcr ex-
piration is stated in the permit.

b. The district administrator or des1gnated official of the em-
ploying school district shall request a permit in writing with full
explanation and justification of the need, The request shall state
that & search was conducted for a fully—licensed school audiolo-
gist and that a fully-licensed audiologist is not available.

¢. The district administrator or designated official of the em-
ploying school district may request that a permil be renewed. This
permit may be renewed if, between the date of issuance and the
proposed renewal date, the applicant satisfactorily completes at
least 6 semester credits towards complenon of the requirements
under s, PI 3,355 (1) (a).

d. The state superintendent may issue or deny a pemut under
this subdivision,

{c) Special three—year license. 1. Effective July 1, 1993, aspe-
cial three—year, non—renewable license which authorizes a li-
censed teacher to teach in the areas of emotional disturbance or
learning disabilities may be issued if all of the following condi-
tions are met;

2. A request for a license is made as specified under par. (a)
2,

b. The appHcant is enrolled in an approved program leading
to aregular license under s. P1 3.28 or 3.29 and the enrolling insti-
tution certifies that the program can be. completed within the
three—year time pericd of the special license.

2. The applicant under subd. 1. b. may subnﬁt a portfolio for
review by an institution to determine if any of the requirements
under s. P13.28 or 3. 29 may be waived by the institution under s.
PI 4.07.
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3. The applicant under subd. 1. b. shall student teach on the
job for a maximum of 2 semester credits. The requirement under
this subdivision may be waived by the institution based on the
portfolio review under subd, 2,

4. The applicant under subd, 1. b. shall complete 1/3 of the
regular license requirements under s, P13.28 or 3.29 each year and
shall submit evidence of successful teaching experiences by the
employing school district to the state superintendent, If the appli-
cant does not meet the requirements under this subdivision, the
special license may be rescinded by the state superintendent.

5. A special license issued under this paragraph will remain
in effect no later than June 30, 1998.

6. A special license under this paragraph will not be 1ssued
after June 30, 1993,

(7) INTERNLICENSE. An intern license may be issued toa person
assigned to a school system through an internship program ap-
proved by the state superintendent. An intern shali hold an intern
license to receive a stipend from a board of education, The license
may be issued only to @ student recommended by the proper prep-
aration institution authorities and who holds senior or graduate
rank. A request signed by the district administrator of the partici-
pating school district shall be filed as a condition for the issuance
of an intern license. An intern is assigned to limited administra-
tive, pupil service or instructional duties under the direction of a
fully licensed practitioner in the specific field of internship.

(8) SUBSTITUTE TEACHER LICENSE. (2) A substitute teacher Ii-
cense may be issued for a period of 5 years to an applicant who has
held oris eligible to hold a regular Wisconsin license or the equiv-
alent license in another state. Any teacher who holds a regular ii-
cense may substitute teach as specified in par. (b).

(b) A shori—ferm substitute shall be a licensed teacher or a li-
censed substitute teacher; however, a short-term substitute may
be employed to teach any subject at any grade level. A long—term
substitute shall be a licensed teacher or a licensed substitute teach-
er; however, a long-term substitute may be employed only in the
subject and grade level in which the teacher is licensed. An emer-
gency license may be granted to a long—term substitute under sub.

(9) SUBSTITUTE EDUCATIONAL INTERPRETER — DEAF OR HARD GF
HEARING LICENSE. A substitute educational interpreter - deaf or
hard of hearing license may be issued for a period of 5 years to
an applicant who meets one of the following: _

(a} Holds or is eligible o hold an educational interpreter li-
cense under s, PI 3.305.

{b) Holds the equivalent license in another state.

{c) Is at least 18 years of age, holds a valid certificate from the
national registry of interpreters for the deaf or department of
health and social services quality assurance verification under ch.

{d} Proof of completion of an interpreter fraining program.

{10) CHARTER SCHOOL INSTRUCTIONAL STAFF LICENSE AND PER-
MIT. (a) Charter school instructional staff license. 1. A charter
school instructional staff license may be issued to an individual
who holds a valid license issued by the department and shall have
the same renewal interval as the existing license. A license issued
under this paragraph authorizes the holder to perform any instruc-
tional duty in a charter school established under s, 118.40, Stats.

2. The district administrator or a designated official of the emy-
ploying school district may request that a license be issued under
this paragraph on behalf of the individual receiving the license.

(b} Charter school insiructional staff permnit. 1. An individual
who does not hold & current license or permit issued by the depart-
ment to teach in a specific subject arez or grade level or does not
hold a charter schoo! instructional staff license under par. (a) may
be employed as a member of the instructional staff in a charter
school if he or she obtains a charter school instructional staff per-
mit from the department. A 1-year permit under this paragraph
may be issued if all of the following apply:
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a. A district administrator or designated official of the em-
ploying school district requests the permit following a search for
a qualified, licensed individual.

b. Theindividual receiving the permithas a bachelor’s degree
in the subject that he or she is assigned to teach or in a related field,
or has formal proof of mastery in a trade that he or she is assigned
to teach.

c. Exceptas specified under subd. 1. d., the individual receiv-
ing the permit receives 6 credits of training or the equivalent each
school year that he or she is employed in a charter school. These
credits shall be part of an approved license program in the as-
signed teaching area.

d. An individual who holds a terminal degree in his or her
field and who is a full-time employe of an approved teacher prep-
aration institution in Wisconsin or an individual who has formal
proof of mastery in a trade and who is a full-time employe of a
Wisconsin technical college district board is exempt from the re-
quirement under subd. 1. ¢,

¢. A permit holder’s practice shall be coordinated, directed,
and inspected by a person who is licensed by the depariment to
teach the subject or trade that the permit holder is teaching,

. 2. Anindividual may renew a permit under this paragraph if
he or she meets the requirements under subd. 1,

(11) ALTERNATIVE EDUCATION PROGRAM LICENSE. (a) Bffective
July 1, 1996, any person employed in an alternative education pro-
gram shall hold an appropriate license issued by the department
or an alternative education program license.

(b) Anappropriate license held by a person employed in an al-
ternative education program shall be in the grade level or subject
which he or she is feaching except as follows:

1. A person holding a regular elementary education license
may teach the basic skills of reading, language arts, and mathe-
matics to secondary students for high school credit if the grade
level of the curriculum taught does not exceed the grade level of
the teacher’s license.

2. A person holding a regular license to teach may teach out-
side his or her area of licensing if the instruction is in collaboration
with a properly licensed teacher. Under this paragraph, a properly
licensed teacher shall be licensed at the grade level and in the sub-
ject area being taught and shall diagnose the pupils® educational
needs, prescribe teaching and learning procedures, and evaluate
the effects of the instruction.

(c) 1. Except as specified in subd. 2., an applicant for an alter-
native education program license shall possess a regular license
to teach and shall receive an endorsement from a Wisconsin ap-
proved program verifying the applicant has met the competencies
specified in 5. PI 4.155. An altérnative education program license
may be issued for a period of 5 years and allows the holder to teach
any subject specified under ss. PI 8.01 {2) (1) 3. and 18.03 in

Pl 3.04 License revocation and reinstatement. (1)
DerFmrrions, In this section:
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(a) “Immoral conduct” means conduct or behavior which is
conirary to commonly accepted moral or ethical standards,

(b} “Incompetency” means a substantial, prolonged pattern of
inadequate performance of duties or the Iack of ability, legal quali-
fications or fitness to discharge required duties, affecting the
kealth, welfare, safety or education of pupils,

(c} “Reinstatement” means restoring the rights, privileges and
authority previously revoked.

(d) To “revoke” a license means to terminate a license and all
rights, privileges and authority previously conferred and
associated with the license, including the right to renew the li-
cense.

(2) STANDARDS FOR REVOCATION. Under s, 118.19 (5), Stats.,
the state superintendent may revoke any license issued by the de-
partment for incompetency or immoral conduct on the part of the
holder. In making a decision to revoke a license, the state superin-
tendent shall adhere to the following standards:

(a) A license may be revoked for immoral conduct if there is
clear and convincing evidence that the person engaged in the im-
moral conduct and there is a nexus between the immoral conduct
and the health, welfare, safety or education of any pupil.

(b) Alicense may berevoked for incompetency if there is clear
and convincing evidence of incompetency.

{3) COMPLAINT AND INVESTIGATION. (&) Complaint. 1. The state
superintendent shall, at his or her own initiative or upon receipt of
a written complaint, make inquiries necessary to determine
whether an investigation shall be conducted which may lead to re-
vocation of a license.

2. The state superintendent shall acknowledge, in writing,

any written complaint and notify the complainant that an inves-

tigation: and subsequent revocation of a person’s license may re-
suit.

(b) Investigation. 1,1f the state snpenntendenl determines that
an investigation shall be conducted, the state superintendent shall
appoint & person to serve as the investigator and shall notify the
licensee that aninvestigation is proceeding and of the nature of the
complaint or allegation. The licensee shall have an epportunity to
respond to the investigator regarding the complaint or allegation.

2. If, based upon the investigation, the state superintendent
finds no probable cause for license revocation, the state superin-
tendent shall promptly notify the licensee and the complainant
that the investigation is conciuded and that no charges will be is-
sued,

3. If, based upon the investigation, the state superintendent
finds probable cause for license revocation, the state superinfen-
dent shall promptly notify the licensee of the specific charges, of
the licensee’s right to request a hearing, and of the state superin-
tendent’s intent to revoke the license. The state superintendent
shall notify the complainant and the school board or other public
or private agency employing the licensee in a licensed capacity of
the finding of probable cause and of the specific charges.

4, The state superintendent shall notify the licensee that with-
in 30 days following receipt of the notice the licensee may request
a hearing on the revocation. The notice shall inform the licensee
that if a hearing is not requested within the 30 day period, his or
her license shall be revoked.

5. As authorized under ss. 19.35 (1) and 19.85 (1} (b), Stats.,
during the course of the investigation the state superintendent, the
investigator and any department employe involved in the inves-
tigation shali maintain as confidential all files, communications
and other information pertaining to the investigation.

{4) Huarine. (a) The state superintendent shall schedule a
hearing not later than 60 days after receipt of the licensee’s request
for a hearing and shall provide the licensee with at least 20 days
written notice of the hearing. The hearing shall be conducted as
a class 2 proceeding under ch. 227, subch. IIT, Stats.
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(b) Both parties may berequested to provide the names and ad-
dresses of persons whom they intend to call as witnesses at the
hearing.

{¢) The proposed decision under s. 227.46 (2), Stats., shall be
filed with the state superintendent and served on the licensee not
later than 30 days following the close of the hearing. The licensee
may file a written objection to the proposed decision with the state
supetintendent within 10 days foltowing receipt of the licensee of
the proposed decision.

{d) The state superintendent shall issue a final decision under
5. 227.47, Stats., within 60 days of the close of the hearing.

(5) REQUEST AND HEARING FOR REINSTATEMENT. () Upon writ-
fen request from a person whose license has been revoked,.the
state superintendent shall conduct a hearing to consider reinstate-
ment of the license. The hearing shall be conducted as a class 1
proceeding under ch. 227, subch. III, Stats.

(b) The requestor shall submit evidence that the cause of the
revocation no longer exists and that reinstating the license will not

_be detrimental to the health, welfare, safety or education of pupils.

(¢} The state superintendent shall hold the hearing and make
a final decision regarding reinstatement of the license within 120
days after receipt of the request.

(6) LICENSES REVOKED BY OTHER STATES. (a) The state superin-
tendent may revoke the license of a person whose license has been
revoked by the depariment of public instruction of another state,
following the procedures under subs. (3) and (4).

(b) The state superintendent may deny licensure to a person
whose license has been revoked in another state. A person who is
denied licensure under this paragraph may request a hearing and
the state superintendent shall follow the procedures for areinstate-
ment hearing under sub. (5).

Subchapter II — General Requirements for a License

Pt 3.05 General requirements for a license. A license
may be issued in Wisconsin to an applicant who has satisfactorily
completed an approved program, who has received the institu-
tional endorsement and who has completed the following require-
ments:

{1) SPECIAL EDUCATION EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 1981. An applicant
who completed an initial professional education program on or af-
ter July 1, 1981, shall have completed at least 3 semester credits
or the equivalent in special education, The equivalent may be ac-
complished in part or in full by including study of the handicapped
child in other course work. Course work shall provide the student
with ail of the following:

(a) Knowledge of exceplional educational need areas as de-
fined by state law under ch. 115, subch. V, Stats., and federal law,
under Public Law 94-142.

(b} Knowledge of the major characteristics of the disability
areas in order to recognize their existence in children.

(c) Knowledge of various alternatives for providing the least
restrictive environment for chlldren with exccpuonal educational
needs.

(d) Knowledge of methods of teaching pupils with exceptional
educational needs effectively in the reguiar classroom,

{¢) Knowledge of referral systems, multi—disciplinary teamre-
sponsibilities, and individualized education plan processes.

{2) HumaAN RELATIONS PRIOR TO AUGUST 31, 1952. Preparation
in human relations, including intergroup relations, shall be in-
cluded in professional education programs for all professional
school personnel completing initial professional education pro-
grams prior to August 31, 1992, Institutions shall provide evi-
dence that preparation in human relations, including intergroup
relations, is an integral part of programs leading to the initial -
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cense and that members of various racial, cultural, and economic
groups have participated in the development of the programs.
(a) Preparation shall include all of the following:

1." Development of attitudes, skills, and technigues, so that
knowledge of human relations, including intergroup relations, can
be translated into learning experiences for students.

2. A study of the values, life styles, and contributions of ra-
cial, cultural, and economic groups in American society.

3. Ananalysis of the forces of racism, prejudice, and discrimi-
nation in American life and the impact of these forces on the expe-
riences of the majority and minority groups.

4. Structured experiences in which prospective teachers have
opportunities to examine their own attitudes and feelings about is-
sues of racism, prejudice, and discrimination.

-5, Direct involvement with members of racial, cultural, and
economic groups or with organizations working to improve hu-
man relations, including intergroups relations.

6. Experiences in evaluating the ways in which racism, preju-
dice, and discrimination can be reflected in instructional materi-

_als.

(b) Programs of implementation and evaluation shall be sub-
mitted to the department for approval.

(2m} HUMAN RELATIONS, EFFECTIVE AUGUST31, 1992. Anappli-
cant who completes an initial professional education program on
or after August 31, 1992, shall have completed human relations
preparation, which includes all of the following:

(a) Theory and application of human relations practices, in-
cluding skill building activities in identifying and constructively
responding to expressions or acts which devalue other persons.

(f) Bvaluation of the impact of the forces of discrimination, es-
pecially racism and sexism, on language, instructional materials,
learning activities, learning styles, interaction between staff and
pupils, tests and measurement, and school environments; and as-
sessment and if necessary, modifications of curriculum to assure
multicultural and nonsexist content.

{g) Professionally-related direct involvement with adult and
pupil members of a group whose background the student does not
share, including atleast one of the following designated ethnic mi-
nority groups: African—Americans, Alaskan-Americans, Ameri-
can Indians, Asian—Americans, Hispanic—Americans, Pacific Is-
lander Americans and foreign persons of color; and with disabled
persons; and with various economic groups, including low in-
come.

{3) READING PRIOR TO AUGUST 31, 1992, (2) An applicant who
completes an initial professional education program for licensure
to teach in an elementary or middle school on crafter July 1, 1975,
and prior to August 31, 1992, shall have satisfactorily completed
at least one discrete course in the teaching of reading.

Environmental issue investigation, evatuation, and action
planning.

(g) Knowledge of ways in which citizens can actively partici-
pate in the resolution of environmental problems,

{6) COCPERATIVE MARKETING AND CONSUMER COOPERATIVES,
Adequate preparation in cooperative marketing and consumers’
cooperatives is required under s. 118.19 (6), Stats., for a license
to teach agriculture and all social science subjects except psychol-
ogy.

{6) STUDENT TEACHENG, EFFECTIVE AUGUST 31, 1990. (a) An ap-
