Under s 11536, Stats.., public and pri-
vate schools are encouraged to develop comprehensive kindergax-
ten through grade 12 programs to prevent or ameliorate alcohol
and other drug abuse among minors : This chapter sets forth char-
acteiistics of a comprehensive kindergarten through grade 12 pio-
gram including criteria and procedures in awarding grants under
the following :
