H 12.05 ·Freshman, junior and senior periods. (1) Students shall 
not practice on pat1·ons or models for the first 160 hours of their 
course.

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H 12.06 Thco1·y and vractice. (1) Regular clagg hours shall be 
1naintained \vith daily schedules sho\ving at \Vhat hou1·s classes are 
held. Such schedules are to be sub1nitted to the board annually by 
Septe1nber 30 of each year and posted in a conspicuous place in the 
school.

finishing, hair tinting, bleaches and rinses, facial inassage and cos-
1netic use, eye gl'oon1ing, n1anicuring, and sanitary practices. 

( 5) The 1500-hour course of instruction shall be divided to include 
theoretical classroom instruction, practical classroom instruction, and 
the ininhnurn nun1ber of acceptable assign111ents as follo\vs:
