Whereas,JJohn Jderson honorably served the United States of America as the commanding
officer of the 8th Visconsin Infantry Regiment and was wounded at the BattleckEbuig while
leadingbrave Wsconsin soldiers in a struggle to preserve the Union and freedom for all Americans;

Whereas,Colonel James JohiRowell, a resident of Milwaukee, honorably served in the
United States ArmyAir Corps as part of theuBkegee Airmen 332nd Fighter Group, piloted B41
andB40 aircrafts, flew missions over Berlin, Naples, and Siaigl continued serving in the Armed
Forcesuntil 1982; and

Whereas|.auri Wynn served as the firigmale African American president of thesabnsin
EducationAssociation Council from 1973 to 1976, and continues to advocate to protect the rights
of all children to have equal opportunities and education in public schoolstherefore, be it
