WHEREAS, on September 11, 2001, a series of vicious and cowardly 
terrorist attacks claimed the lives of numerous innocent and unsuspecting 
United States citizens; and 

WHEREAS, Wisconsin must be prepared to protect its citizens from any 
future attack; 
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By the Governor: 

6.	 Direct the Department of Administration to provide the Task Force 
with such sums of money as are necessary for travel and operating 
expenses in accordance with Section 20.505(3}(a) of the Wisconsin 
Statutes; and 

7.	 Provide that the Task Force shall dissolve when its final report is 
accepted by the Governor;
