Relating to the Creation of the
Governor’s Task Force on Ethics Reform in Government

| WHERBEAS, the Stdte of Wisconsin has historically been known as a
progressnre State pracuc:mg ef_hlcs in government that are beyond reproach ‘and -

WHERREAS, W:Lsconsms Cdde of Ethics for Public Officials declares that
high moral and ethical standards are essential to the conduct of free government;
and

WEEREAS Wisconsin's Code of Ethics, campaign finance and elections
laws further Wisconsin's tradition of clean and open government by settmg
standards of condu.c for State pubhc officials; and

WHERFEAS, Wisconsin residents demand that public officials operate thsu-
offices and conduz:t their campaigns with integrity and honesty; .

NOW, THEREFORE, I, SCOTT McCALLUM, Govemor of the State of
Wisconsin by the "authority vested in me by the Constitution and the laws of this
State, and specifically by Section 14.019 of the. Wisconsin Statutes, do hereby:

1. Create the Govemors Task Force on Ethics Réfom in Government
(heremafter "Task Force') coumsisting of six (6) members appomted by the
Governor to serve at the pleasu:e of the Goverzmor; and

Provide that the Governor sha]l designate two members to be the co-chairs
to serve at the pleasure of the Governor; and )

Provide that the Task Force shall have the following mission:

a. Examine the existing statutory provisions, administrative rules and
other State policies relatéd to Wisconsin's Code of Ethics, campaigl
finance and election lavws; and

Bzamine the Federal Hatch Act as it may apply to State senior appointed

officials and top legislative aides; and

c. Recommend changes that will strengthen Wisconsin’s Code of Ethics,
campaign finance ‘and election laws, and enhance Wisconsin's reputaton

-for integrity in Government; and o

d. Recommend changes that Wﬂl'ﬁ:unrove the clarity, enforceability and
fairness of Wisconsin’s Code of Ethics, campaign ﬁnance and CiECtLOIL“

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+ Diréct the Depértment of Administration 10 provide the Task Fomee with

such sums of money as are necessary for travel and operating expenses in
accordance with Section 20.505(4)(ba) of the Wisconsin, Statutes; and

5. Provide that the Task Force issue a report to the Governor, which inchides

suggested legislation for a possible Special Session, within three months of

" the first meeting date; and

6. Provide that the Task Force shall dissolve when its final report is accepted:
by the Governor.
