EXECUTIVE ORDER #142

Relating to a Proclamation that the Flag of the United States and the Flag of the
State of Wisconsin Be Flown at Half-Staff as a Mark of Respect for Officer Daniel J.
Daly of the Beloit Police Department

WHEREAS, on November 15, 2021, Officer Daniel J. “Dan” Daly of Beloit passed away
at the age of 48 due to complications from COVID-19 contracted in the line of duty;

WHEREAS, Officer Daniel Daly first joined the Beloit Police Department as an intern
in 1994 and was sworn into service in 1997, rising to become a field training officer and
Honor Guard member;

WHEREAS, known to fellow officers as “Wolf,” Officer Daniel Daly is remembered for
his laughter and mentorship and was awarded the City of Beloit Officer Spotlight last year;

WHEREAS, Officer Daniel Daly also served with the Rockton Police Department in
Ilinois and worked for several private security companies;

WHEREAS, Officer Daniel Daly was a devoted husband and father of two sons whose
loss is borne by his family, friends, fellow officers, and the people of Wisconsin collectively;

WHEREAS, this State is forever grateful for his service and sacrifice; and

WHEREAS, services for Officer Daniel Daly will be held on Wednesday, November 24,
2021, in Beloit.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, TONY EVERS, Governor of the State of Wisconsin, by the
authority vested in me by the Constitution and the Laws of the State, hereby order that the
flag of the United States and the flag of the State of Wisconsin shall be flown at half-staff at
all buildings, grounds, and military installations of the State of Wisconsin equipped with
such flags beginning at sunrise on November 24, 2021, and ending at sunset on that date.
