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SUBCHAPTER I
GENERAL PROVISIONS

15.001 Declaration of policy. (1) THREE BRANCHES OF GOV-
ERNMENT. The “republican form of government” guaranteed

by the U.S. constitution contemplates the separation of

powers within state government among the legislative, the
executive and the judicial branches of the government. The
legislative branch has the broad objective of determining
policies and programs and review of program performance
for programs previously authorized, the executive branch
carries out the programs and policies and the judicial branch
has the responsibility for adjudicating any conflicts which
might arise from the interpretation or application of the laws.
It is a traditional concept of American government that the 3

branches are to function separately, without intermingling of

authority, except as specifically provided by law.

(2) GOALS OF EXECUTIVE BRANCH ORGANIZATION. (a) As the
chief administrative officer of the state, the governor should
be provided with the administrative facilities and the author-

ity to carry out the functions of the governor’s office effi-
ciently and effectively within the policy limits established by
the legislature.

(b) The administrative agencies which comprise the execu-
tive branch should be consolidated into a reasonable number
of departments and independent agencies consistent with
executive capacity to administer effectively at all levels.

(c) The integration of the agencies in the executive branch
should be on a functional basis, so that programs can be
coordinated.

(d) Each agency in the executive branch should be assigned
aname commensurate with the scope of its program responsi-
bilities, and should be integrated into one of the departments
or independent agencies of the executive branch as closely as
the conflicting goals of administrative integration and re-
sponsiveness to the legislature will permit.

(3) GOALS OF CONTINUING REORGANIZATION. Structural
reorganization should be a continuing process through care-
ful executive and legislative appraisal of the placement of
proposed new programs and the coordination of existing
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programs in response to changing emphasis or public needs,
and should be consistent with the following goals:

(a) The organization of state government should assure its
responsiveness to popular control. It is the goal of reorgani-
zation to improve legislative policy-making capability and to
improve the administrative capability of the executive to
carry out these policies.

(b) The organization of state government should facilitate
communication between citizens and government. It is the
goal of reorganization through coordination of related pro-
grams in' function-oriented departments to improve public
understanding of government programs and policies and to
improve the relationships between citizens and administra-
tive agencies.

(c) The organization of state government shall assure
efficient and effective administration of the policies estab-
lished by the legislature. It is the goal of reorganization to
promote efficiency by impr oving the management and coor-
dination of state services and by eliminating overlapping
activities.

15.01 Definitions. In this chapter:

(1) “Board” means a part-time body functioning as the
policy-making unit for a department or independent agency
or a part-time body with policy-making or quasi-judicial
powers.

(2) “Commission” means a 3-member governing body in
charge of a department or independent agency or of a
division or other subunit within a department, except for the
sentencing commission which shall consist of 17 members,
the Wisconsin waterways commission which shall consist of 5
members, the parole commission which shall consist of 5
members and the Fox river'management commission which
shall consist of 7 members. A Wisconsin group created for
participation in a continuing interstate body shall be known
as a “commission”, but is not a commission for purposes of's.
15.06. The parole commission created under s. 15.145 (1)
shall be known as a * comm1ssxon , but is'not a commission
for'putposes of s. 15.06. SRR

(3) “Committee” means a part-time body appointed to
study a specific problem and to recommend a solution or
policy alternative with respect to that problem, and intended

‘to terminate on the completion of its assignment. Because of

their temporary nature, committees shall be created by ses-
swn law rather than by statute.

(4) “Council” means a part-time body appomted to func-
tion on a continuing basis for the study, and recommendation
of solutions and policy alternatives, of the problems arising in
a specified functional area of state government, except the
Milwaukee river revitalization council has the powers and
duties specified ins. 23.18, the council on physical disabilities
‘has the powers and duties specified in s. 46.29 (1) and (2) and
the privacy council has the powers specified in s. 19.625.

(5) -“Department” means the principal administrative
agency within the executive branch of Wisconsin state gov-
ernment, but does not include the independent agencies under
subch. III.

(6) ‘‘Division,” “bureau,” “secnon and “unit” means the
subunits of a department, whether specifically created by law
or created by the head of the department for the more
economic and efficient -administration and operation of the
programs assigned to the department. The office of justice
assistance in the department of administration has the mean-

ing of “‘division” under this subsection and the office of
health-care information in the subunit of the department of
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health and social services having responsibility for health has
the meaning of “bureau” under this subsection.

- (7) “Examining board” means a part-time body which sets
standards of professional competence and conduct for the
profession under its supervision, prepares, conducts and
grades the examinations of prospective new practitioners,
grants licenses, investigates complaints of alleged unprofes-
sional conduct and performs other functions assigned to it by
law. “Examining board” includes the board of nursing.

(8) “Head of the department” means the constitutional
officer, commission, secretary or part-time policy board, in
charge of a department.

(9) “Independent agency”” means an administrative agency

within the executive branch created under subch. II1.

15.02 Offices, depariments and independent agencies.
The constitutional offices, administrative departments and
independent agencies which comprise the executive branch of
Wisconsin state government are structured as follows:

(1) SEPARATE CONSTITUTIONAL OFFICES. The governor, lieu-
tenant governor, secretary of state and state treasurer each
head a staff to be termed. the “office” of the respective
constitutional officer.

(2) PRINCIPAL ADMINISTRATIVE UNITS. The pnnmpal admin-
istrative unit of the executive branch is a “department” or an
“independent agency”. Each such unit shall bear a title
beginning with the words “State of Wisconsin” and continu-
ing with “department of ...” or with the name of the
independent agency. ‘A department may be headed by a
constitutional officer, a secretary, a 3-man commlssmn ora
part-time policy-making board.

(3) INTERNAL STRUCTURE. (a) The secretary of each depart-
ment may, subject to sub. (4), establish the internal structure
within the office of secretary so as to best suit the purposes of
his' or her department. No secretary may authorize the
designation of “assistant secretary” as the official position
title of any employe of his or her department.

(b) For field operations, departments may establish district
or area offices which may cut across divisional lines of
responsibility.

(¢)-For their internal structure, -all departments shall
adhere to the following standard terms, and independent
agencies are encouraged to review their internal structure and
to adhere as much as possible to the following standard
terms:

1.-The principal subunit of the department is the “divi-
sion” Each division shall be headed by an “administrator”.
The office of justice assistance in the department of adminis-
tration has the meaning of “division” and the.executive staff
director of the office of justice assistance in the department of
administration has the meamng of admmlstrator under
this subdivision.

2. The principal subumt of the division is the “bureau™.
Each bureau shall be headed by a “director”. The office of
health care information in the subunit of the department of
health and social services having responsibility for health has
the meaning of “bureau’ under this subdivision.

.3, If further subdivision is necessary, bureaus may be

-divided into subunits which shall be known as ‘“‘sections” and

which shall be headed by ‘“‘chiefs” and sections may be
divided into subunits which shall-be known as ““units” and
which: shall be-headed by “supervisors”.

(4) INTERNAL ORGANIZATION AND ALLOCATION OF FUNC-
110NS. The head of each department or independent agency
shall; subject to the approval of the governor, establish the
internal organization of the department or independent
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agency and allocate and reallocate duties and functions not
assigned by law to an officer or any subunit of the department
or independent agency to promote economic and efficient
administration and operation of the department or indepen-
dent agency. The head may delegate and redelegate to any
officer or employe of the department or independent agency
any function vested by law in the head. The governor may
delegate the authority to approve selected organizational
changes to the head of any department or independent
agency.

15.03 . Attachment for limited purposes. Any division, of-
fice, commission, council or board attached under this sec-
tion to a department or independent agency or a specified
division thereof shall be a distinct unit of that department,
independent agency or specified division. Any division, of-
fice, commission, council or board so attached shall exercise
its powers, duties and functions prescribed by law, including
rule making, licensing and regulation, and operational plan-
ning within the area of program responsibility of the division,
office, commission, council or board, independently of the
head of the department or independent agency, but budget-
ing, program coordination and related management func-
tions shall be performed under the direction and supervision
of 'the head of the department or independent agency.

15.04. -Heads of departments and independent agencies;
powers and duties. (1) Duties. Each head of a department or
independent agency shall:

- (a) Supervision. Except as provided in s. 15.03, plan, direct,
coordinate and execute the functions vested in the depart-
ment or independent agency.

(b) Budget. Biennially compile a comprehensive program
budget which reflects all fiscal matters related to the opera-
tion of the department or independent agency and each
program, subprogram and activity therein.

" (c) Advisory bodies. In addition to any councils specifically
created by law, create and appoint such councils or commit-
tees- as - the operation of the department or independent
agency requires. Members of councils and committees cre-
ated under this general authority shall serve without compen-
sation, but may be reimbursed for their actual and necessary

expenses incurred in the performance of their duties and, if

such reimbursement is made, such reimbursement in the case
of an- officer or employe of this state who represents ‘an
agency as a member of such a council or committee shall be
paid by the agency which pays- the officer’s or employe’s
salary.

. .(d) Biennial report. On or-before October 15 of each odd-

numbered year, submit to the governor and the chief clerk of

each house of the legislature, for distribution to the legisla-
ture under s. 13.172 (2), a report. on the performance and
operations.of the department or independent-agency during
the preceding biennium, and projecting the goals and objec-
tives of the department or independent agency as developed
for the program budget report. The secretary of administra-
tion may prescribe the format of the report and may require
such other information deemed appropriate. Each depart-
ment - or  independent agency shall provide a copy of its
biennial report to legislators upon request. Any department
or independent agency may issue such additional reports-on
its findings and recommendations as its operations require. A
department or independent agency may, on or before Octo-
ber 15, submit an annual report prepared by it, in place of the
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biennial report required under this paragraph, if the submis-
sion of the annual reports is approved by the secretary of
administration.

(¢) Seal. Have authority to adopt a seal for the department
or independent agency.

(f) Bonds. Have authority to requue that any officer or
employe of the department or independent agency give an
official bond under ch. 19, if the secretary of administration
agrees that the position held by such officer or employe
requires bonding.

(g). Discrimination review. In order to determine whether
there is any arbitrary- discrimination on the basis of race,
religion, national origin, sex, marital status or sexual orienta-
tion as defined in s. 111,32 (13m), examine and assess the
statutes under which the head has powers or regulatory
responsibilities, the procedures by which those statutes are
administered and the rules promulgated under those statutes.
If the department or agency head finds any such discrimina-
tion, he or she shall take remedial action, including making
recommendations to the appropriate executive, legislative or
administrative authority.

(h) Report of forms and papers used. Annually, no later
than September 1, file with the public records and forms
board a report which shall include such information relative .
to records and forms management as may be specified by the
board. The report shall cover all previously unsubmitted
forms and papers that were required to be filed with the
department, or independent agency during the preceding
fiscal year.

- (i) Records and forms management program. Establish and
mamtam a records and forms management program.

(j) Records and forms officer. Appomt a records and forms
officer, who shall be responsible for reviewing, consolidating,
simplifying, designing and filing all records and forms and
who may prevent any form from being put into use.

(k) Form numbering and filing system: Establish a number-
ing and filing system for forms.

(m) Notice on forms. See that each form used by the
department or independent agency to seek information from
municipalities, counties or the public contains on the first
page of the form, or in the instructions for completing the
form, a conspicuous notice of the authorization for the form,
whether or not completing the form is voluntary, if it is not
voluntary, the penalty for failure to respond and whether or
not any. personally identifiable information, as defined under
s. 19.62 (5), requested in the form is hkely to be used for
purposes other than for which it is originally being collected.
This paragraph does not apply to state tax forms.

(2) DEPUTY. Each secretary of a department or head of an
independent agency under s. 230.08 (2) (L) may appoint a
deputy who shall serve at the pleasure of the secretary or
agency head outside the classified service. The deputy shall
exercise the powers, duties and functions of the secretary or
head in the absence of the secretary or head, and shall
perform such other duties as the secretary or head prescribes.
The adjutant general may appoint 2 deputies as provided in s.
21.18 (1). In this subsection “‘secretary” includes the attorney
gener'al and the state superintendent of public instruction.

(3) DEPUTY APPROVALS. Positions for which appointment
is - made under sub.

(b) Except as provided in par..(bm) or (c), each board not
covered under par. (a) shall meet annually, and may meet at
other times on the call of the chairperson or a majority of its
members. The real estate board and the real estate appraisers
board shall also meet on the call of the secretary of regulation
and licensing or his or her designee within the department.

The board on health care information shall meet 4
times each year and may meet at other times on the call of the
chairperson or a majority of the board’s members.

Each meémber of a council shall take
and file the official oath prior to assuming office.

15.03,
consisting of the secretary of administration or the secretary’s
designee, the director of the historical society or the director’s
designee, an architect or engineer employed by the depart-
ment of administration appointed by the secretary of admin-
istration, 3-senators and 3 representatives to the assembly
appointed as are the members of standing committees in their
respective houses, and 7 citizen members- appointed for
staggered 6-year terms of whom at least 2 shall be architects
licensed in this.state, one shall be a landscape architect and 3
shall be interior designers. ,

(8) ARTS BOARD. There is created an arts board which is
attached to the department of administration under s. 15.03.
The arts'board shall consist of 15 members appointed for 3-
year‘terms who are residents of this state and who are known
for their concern for the arts. At least 2 members shall be
from the northwest portion of this state, at least 2. members
shall be from the northeast portion of this state, at least 2
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members shall be from the southwest portion of this state and
at least 2 members shall be from the southeast portion of this
state.

(10) BOARD ON AGING AND LONG-TERM CARE. There is
created a board on aging and long-term care, attached to the
department of administration under s. 15.03. The board shall
consist of 7 members appointed for staggered S-year terms.
Members shall have demonstrated a continuing interest in the
problems of providing long-term care for the aged or dis-
abled. At least 4 members shall be public members with no
interest in or affiliation with any nursing home.

(12) WASTE FACILITY SITING BOARD. (a) Creation; member-
ship. There is created a waste facility siting board, attached to
the department of administration under s. 15.03, consisting of
the following members:

1. The secretaries of the departments of industry, labor and
human relations, transportation, agriculture, trade and con-
sumer protection and development or their formally ap-
pointed designees.

2. Two town officials.

3. One county official.

(b) Terms. The town officials and the county official shall
be appointed for staggered 3-year terms.

(c)-Vacancies. If a town or county official who is a member
leaves office while serving on the board, the member’s posi-
tion on the board is considered vacant until a successor is
appointed under s. 15.07 (1) (b).

(d) Recommendations. In appointing the town officials and
county official to be members under this subsection, the
governor shall consider recommendations made by the Wis-
consin towns association and thé Wisconsin counties associa-
tion if theése recommendations are submitted within 60 days
after a town official or county official position on the board
becomes vacant.

(e) Executive director. The board shall appoint an execu-
tive director outside the classified service to serve at its
pleasure.

(¢) Advisory members. The state historic preservation of-
ficer, the secretary of revenue and the state geologist, or their
designees, a representative of a regional planning commission
who is selected by the board, a county employe active in land
information management who is selected by the board, and
representatives of state and federal agencies active in land
information management who are selected by the board, shall
serve as nonvoting, advisory members of the board.

{17) SENTENCING COMMISSION. (a) There is created a sen-
tencing commission which is attached to the department of
administration under s. 15.03. The commission consists of 17
members as follows:

1. The secretary of corrections or his or her designee.

2. The chairperson of the parole commission.

3. Four circuit judges nominated by the chief justice of the
supreme court and appointed by the governor.

4. The public defender or his or her designee.

5. One attorney in private practice who has experience
representing defendants in criminal actions, appointed by the
governor. ’

6. The attorney general or his or her designee.

7. One prosecuting attorney appointed by the governor.

8. Three members who are not attorneys and who have
been victims of felonies or who have demonstrated sensitivity
and concern for crime victims, appointed by the governor.

9. One member each nominated by the speaker of the
assembly, the senate majority leader and the minority leader
in each house and appointed by the governor.

(b) The members shall be appointed under par. (a) to
provide geographic, racial, social and gender diversity on the
commission. Notwithstanding s. 15.06 (1), the members
under par. (a) 1, 2, 4 and 6 serve by reason of their offices and
the members under par. (a) 3, 5, 7, 8 and 9 shall serve 6-year
terms expiring on March 1 of the odd-numbered years.

(c) Notwithstanding s. 15.06 (2), the governor shall desig-
nate one of the members of the commission as chairperson.

(18) WISCONSIN CONSERVATION CORPS BOARD. (a) Creation.
There is created a Wisconsin conservation corps board which
is attached to the department of administration under s.

CASTING. There is created in the university .of Wisconsin

system a council on public broadcasting consisting of the
chairpersons of the council on instructional telecommunica-
tions, the council on public radio and the council on public

. television; the 2 members of the educational communications

board that represent the university of Wisconsin system; and
2 members appointed from recommendations made by
Friends of WHA, 2 members appointed from recommenda-
tions made by university of Wisconsin system radio stations
and.2 public members, all appointed for 4-year terms.

(2) RADIOACTIVE WASTE POLICY COUNCIL. There is created
in the university of Wisconsin system a radioactive waste
policy council. The radioactive waste policy council consists
of not more than 11 members appointed for 3-year terms by
the radioactive waste review board toserve at the pleasure of
the board. At least 6 of the members shall be residents of the
territory north of a line running east and west through the
southern limit of the city of Stevens Point. The chairperson of
the radioactive waste policy. council may not vote on the
appointment of members to the radioactive waste policy
council. The members shall include public members, repre-
sentatives of local units of government and representatives of
American Indian tribes. The board shall appoint public
members to represent a broad diversity of opinion regarding
the long-term disposal of high-level radioactive waste and
transuranic waste. The board shall appoint representatives of
local units of government from different parts of the state.

(3) RADIOACTIVE WASTE TECHNICAL COUNCIL. There is
created in the university of Wisconsin system a radioactive
waste technical council consisting of the secretary of health
and social services, the secretary of natural resources, the
secretary of transportation, the attorney general, the admin-
istrator of the division of emergency government in the
department of military affairs, the head of the subunit
responsible for state planning and energy in the department
of administration, the state geologist, the charrperson of the
public setvice commission and the president of the university
of Wisconsin system or their designees. In addition, the
radioactive waste review board may appoint 2 additional
members with technical expertise in fields related to the long-
term disposal of high-level radioactive waste and transuranic
waste.

creation. There is created a board of vocational, technical
and- adult education consisting of 13 members. No person
may serve as president of the board for more than 2 successive
annual terms. The board shall be composed of:

(1) The state superintendent of public instruction or the
superintendent’s designee.

(2) The secretary of industry, labor and human relations or
the secretary’s designee.

(2m) The president, or by his or her designation another
member, of the board of regents of the university of Wiscon-
sin.system.

(3) One employer of labor, one employe who does not have
employing or discharging power, one person whose principal
occupation is farming and who is actually engaged in the
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operation of farms and 6 additional members appointed for
6-year terms.

(4) One student enrolled at least half-time and in good
academic standing at a vocational, technical and adult educa-
tion school who is at least 18 years old and a resident of this
state, for a 2-year term. The governor may not appoint a
student member from the same vocational, technical and
adult: education school in any 2 consecutive terms. If the
student member loses the status upon which the appointment

was based, he or she shall cease to be a member of the board.
