AN Act relating to: state finances and appropriations, constituting the

executive budget act of the 2009 legislature.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do
enact as follows:

Every
proposal other than for legislation shall receive a public hearing before a final
decision is made. Holding a public hearing as required by another statute fulfills this

section. If no public hearing is otherwise required, the responsible agency shall hold

the hearing in the area affected. Notice of the hearing shall be given by publishing
a class 1 notice, under ch. 985, at least 15 days prior to the hearing in a newspaper
covering the affected area. If the proposal has statewide significance, notice shall be

period of time;
