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Freight Rall Preservation Program

» Grant program - covers up to 80% of
projects that preserve rail service or
rehabilitate facilities on publicly-owned
rail lines.

e Can be used to purchase abandoned
lines in an effort to preserve future
freight rail service.
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Freight Rall Preservation Program

* Applicants include local
governments and other public
entities.

* Since 1980, under FRPP and
related program, some $80 million
iIn grants awarded.
