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STUDY ASSIGNMENT:  The Special Committee is directed to examine the human health and environmental concerns 
related to the manufacture, use, and disposal of nanomaterials and develop legislation to address these concerns.  In 
particular, the Special Committee shall consider the establishment of methods to monitor nanomaterials by use of a 
nanotechnology registry system or the imposition of other disclosure requirements.  The Special Committee shall also 
develop strategies to facilitate the development of nanotechnology to create and retain jobs in Wisconsin, including ways in 
which government can help nanotechnology researchers, small firms, and start-ups address potential risks and meet 
regulatory requirements.
