By March 1 of each year, the department shall submit a statistical
report to the legislature under s. 13.172 (2) and to the governor that indicates the number of licenses applied for, issued, denied,
suspended, and revoked under this section during the previous calendar year. For the licenses denied, the report shall indicate the
reasons for the denials and the part of the application process in which the reasons for denial were discovered. For the licenses
suspended or revoked, the report shall indicate the reasons for the suspensions and revocations. The department may not include in
the report any information that may be used to identify an applicant or a licensee, including, but not limited to, a name, address,
birth date, or social security number.
