In August 1994, the state superintendent appointed a 21-member task force on restructuring teacher , education and licensure
to review, discuss, and debate current issues in the preparation and licensing of education professionals The task force was
asked to make recommendations aimed at improving the status of teacher education and licensing .. Specifically, the task
force was asked to determine the skills and abilities necessary for education professionals to be successful in the schools of
the 21st century and to make recommendations aimed at improving the quality of the work force . These rules address task
force and field recommendations and make minor technical changes .

Authorize the state superintendent to grant exemptions on required test scores for out-of-state graduates . . Authority
already exists for the state super intendent to grant exemptions to in-state applicants . .

science.

e Allow all secondary teachers to qualify for the middle level science and social studies licenses .

~ Eliminate the business education - without shorthand license . A business education license is available and it is not
necessary to have a business education - without shorthand license available too . .
