AN ACT to authorize the board of supervisors of 
Milwauke county to collect certain delinquent tax-
es in the towns of Summit and Oconomewoc 
for the year A. D. 1842.

SECTION 1. That the board of supervisors of the couuty of 
Milwaukee, at their next annual meeting, are hereby authorised 

to add to the tax apportioned to the towns of Summitt and.Ocon-

omewoc, the delinquent tax apportioned to the town of Summit 

for the year A. D. 1842; and that the assessment of A. D. 1842, 

betakes as the basis of said apportionment.
