emend an act to incorporate the Milwankee Mutual Fire Insurance
Company, approved Febraary 4, 1847.

" THE People of the Statt of Wisconsin, represented in Senate
‘and Assembly, dn enact as follows :
Section v That every member of said company shall be,
-and hereby is bound and obligates [obligated] to pay his portion,
of all losses and expenses happening to, or accruing in and to said

company ; and all buildings insured in and by and with said gom-

pany, together with all tight, title, and interest of the assured to
the lands on which they stand, a description of which shall be set
forth in the application for the insarance, if owned by the party,
insured, shall be pledged to said company ; aud the said company
shall have a lien thercon, against the assured for the amount of
his, her, or their premium note, during the continuaice of his, her,
or their policy or policies. ¢

Skc. 2. 1In case of any Joss or damage by fire, happening to
any +member, upon propetty insured in and with said company,
the said member shall give notice thereof in writingto the secre-
tary of said company, within twentv days from the time such loss
‘or damage may have occurred, and the directors of said company,
upon an examinution and view of the testimony taken or to be
taken in relation to such less, may within thirty days affer notice
of such loss as aforesaid, either allow the whole of such claim or
in part, or may reject the whole ; and if the claimant is not satis-
fied with the determination of the directors of said company, for,

the time being, the matter may be submitted to three referees, if"_

the partties can so agree, one of which referees shall be selected
by each of the parties in interest, and the third by the referees so
agreed upon; and afler a hearing before the referees, selected as
aforesaid, the said referses shall make and certify their determina-
tion in the mattet to the secretary of said company, and to, the
claimant or claimants ; and such determination shall be final in the
matier, if submitted as aforesaid ; but in case no agreement shall
he made between the parties for a refere as above mentioned,
the party insured may bring an action against said company for

reater sum shall be recovered than the amount allowed by the
irectors of said company, such claimant shall have judgment
therefor against said company, with interest thereon, after ninety
days from the time such loss or damage happened, with the costs
of suit by law allowed ; but if no greater amount shall be recov-
ered than the amount allowed on such claim by the directors of
said company, the claimant or claimants in any such suit shall be-
come nop-suit, and the said company shall recover their costs :
Provided, however, that judgment may be entered against said
company in any such suit fer the amount allowed by the directors,
without costs, and execution may issue for such amount at any
time, after ninety days, from the rendition of such judgment.

. Sec.'3. The directors of said company, by a vote of a ma-
jority of the board, may authorize the president and secretary of
said company, to borrow, from time to time, on the faith and eredit
of said company, any sum of money necessary, not exceeding in
any one year, the sum of eight thousand dollars, for the purpose
of paying the losses, or any losses which may accrue to the mem~
bers of said company ; and if any sum of money shall be borrow-
ed for the purpose aforesaid, it shall be, and hereby is ‘made the
