owners thereof, or to raise the water of said river to the injury 
of mills now erected above the said dam, or in any wise to af-
fect the rights of any individual who may have commenced the 
improvement of any water power. 

Sze. 4. This act shall not be construed to authorise the said 
proprietors, or any other person who may erect or maintain the qualifying 

said dam, to raise the water of Lake Koskonang to the injury of 
mills now erected above said lake, or in anywise to affect the 
rights of any person claiming an interest in any water power on 
Rock river ; or to flow any lands adjoining said lake.

Chap. 334 

The People of the State of Wisconsin represented in Senate 
and Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. The boards of supervisors of the several coun- Core ;  
ties in this State are hereby prohibited from appointing any toTerts of board'  

person to act as agent to sell the real estate of the said counties, o f eupervisors 

or to assign the tax certificates belonging to such counties, or 
to transact any other business for such counties which may be 
legally done by any county officer. But in all cases, the prop-
erty of the several counties shall be held by the clerks of the 
boards of supervisors of such counties, in the name of the coun-
ty, and shall be disposed of by the clerks under the direction 
of the several county boards, and all appointments heretofore 
made of such agents shall cease and be of no effect from and at 
the the publication of this act. 

SEC. 2. Immediately after the publication of this act, the 	..•- 
persons holding the office of county agents by virtue of appoint- 
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ments from the county boards of supervisors, shall deliver, on 
oath, to the clerks of the boards of supervisors of their respec-

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate 
and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. That the street laid out and established by the 
town supervisors of the town of Madison, in the county of 
Dane and State of Wisconsin, on the twenty-first day of July, 
in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and forty-
nine, beginning in the centre of King street in the village of 
Madison, in the county aforesaid, at a point where Wilson and 
Butler streets intersect the same, running to forty-five degrees 
east, in a line of Wilson to the centre of Blair street, fifty-five 
rods, two links ; thence down Blair street to Williamson street, 
thence in Williamson street to Catfish river, be and the same is 
thereby declared to be a public highway, and may be opened
