chap. 50.  An Act for the apportionment of bohool moneys for the year eighteen hundred and 
fifty-one. 

The _People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate 
and Assembly, do enatt as follows : 

SECTION 1. It shall be the duty of the Town Superintend-
ent of the several towns of this State, between the first Monday 
in April and the first Monday in May next, to apportion the 

superintendents school moneys received by them from the Town and County 
::,%141" Treasurers, to the several dictricts within their respective 

towns, in proportion to the number of children residing in each 
over the age of four and under the age of twenty years. 

SEC. 2. The number of children residing in the several 
school districts and parts of districts, between the ages of four 

Cerro Report, and twenty years, shall be ascertained by the Clerks of the sev-
eral districts and parts of districts, and reported to the Super-
intendent of the towns in which such districts or .parts of dis-
tricts are situated respectively, on or before the first day of 
April next. 

SEC. 3. No moneys shall be apportioned to any districts or 
Conditions. parts of districts, unless it shall appear by the certificate of the 

Clerk of such district or part of district, that a school has been 
taught therein by a qualified teacher, at least three months 
within the year ending on the first day of April next, provided, 
that the prior right of all districts or parts of districts, to re-
ceive their due proportion of such school moneys, shall in no 
wise be prejudiced or invalidated by the provisions of this sec-
tion, where it shall appear that such districts or parts of dis- 

rrovziro. tricts have complied with the provisions of the general school 
law, by making their report on or before the fifteenth of Sep-
tember last.
