AN ACT to authorize the Secretary of State to audit the accounts for
printing documents in Foreign Languages.

The le of the State of Wisconsin, represented tn
Senate apnfiq;{ssmbly, do enact as follows :

Pordignprinting,  § 1. The Secretary of State is hereby authorized to
Besi o Diate o gudit all accounts against the State, for printing docu
for. ments in foreign languages ordered by the present leg-
islature, and the accounts when so audited and allowed
shall be paid by the State Treasurer on the order of the
Secretary of State: Provided, That the Secretary.of State
shall in no case allow for such document more than
ten cenls for every thirty-two pages of the English
print as contained in the same documents printed by
the State Printer.
§ 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.
