The peop?e of the State of TViAeonsin, represented in 
&nate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 

§ 1: That whenever the death of a person shall be Timms Ines.  
caused by a wrongful act, neglect or default, and the 
act, neglect or default is such as would (if death had 
not ensued) have entitled the party injured to maintain 
an action and recover damage in respect thereof; Wen 
and in every such case, the person who, or the corpora-
tion which would have been liable, if death had not en-
sued, shall be liable to an action for damages, notwith-
standing the death of the person injured, and although 
the death may have been occasioned under such cir-
cumstances as constitute An indietable offence ; Peovi-
ded, That such action shall be brought ti)r a death caused 
in this State, and in some court established by the con-
stitution and laws of the same. 

§ 2. Every such action shall be brought by and in Who may. 

the name of the personal representative of sue'l deceas- 
ed person ; and the amount recovered shall belong and 
be paid over to the husband or widow ofsuch deceased 
person, if such relative survive him or lier ; but if no 
husband or widow survive the deceased, the amount 
recovered shall be paid over to his or her lineal descen-
dants, and to his or her lineal ancestors in del' wit of 
such descendants; and in every such action the jury 
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may give such damages, not exceeding $5,000, as they 
shall deem fair and just in reference to the pecuniary 
injury resulting from such death to the relatives of the 
deceased specified in this section ; Provided, Every suck 
action shall be commenced within two years after the 
death of such deceased person.
