CHAPTER 300. 
AN ACT to appropriate the sum of four thousand dollars for the purchase 

of stationary [stationery] for the use of State officers and the next 
Legislature. 

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in 
Senate and assembly do enact: as follows : 

SECTION 1. The sum of four thousand dollars, out of Appropriation  
any money in the treasury not otherwise appropriated, for stationery. 
is hereby appropriated for the purchase of stationary 
[stationery] for the use of State officers and the Legis- 
lature for the ensuing year. The said sum of four 
thousand dollars, may be drawn frun the treasury by 
the person who shall be appointed by the Governor to 
purchase said stationary [stationery] after the said per-
son shall have given bonds as required by chapter 
twenty-seven (27), section seven (7), of the Revised 
Statutes. 

§ 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage.
