Authority toal-  SECTION 1. The aldermen and councilors of the first
Sormetions and seventh wards in the city of Milwaukee, and. state
of Wisconsin, for the time being, are hereby authorized,
empowered and directed to convey by deed of bargain
and sale, in due form of law, to the city of Milwaukee
aforesaid, for such consideration as may have been, or.
shall be agreed upoy, all the right, title and interéat
which the said first and seventh wards have in and to
Descriptionof - lots numbered five and six, in block number fifty-five,
7" as laid out on the map of said city of Milwaukee, pub-
lished by Increase A. Lapham, in the year pighteen
hundred and fifty-seven, and being whap has heretofere
been known and called the “market house ” property,
situate in the seventh ward aforesaid, together with all
the hereditaments and appurtenances theréunto belong-
ing, or in any wise appertaining. "
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SkctroN 2. A conveyance of the property described
in the first section of this act, when duly executed, ac-
knowledged and delivered, shall vest all the right, title
and interest of the said first and seventh wards in and to
said lots of land, and the building standing thereon, in
the city of Milwaukee aforesaid ; and it is hereby made
the duty of the common council of said city of Milwau-
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kee to cause the deed of said premises to be duly re-.

corded in the office of the register of deeds in Milwau-
kee county, state of Wisconsin.

SkctioN 8. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.
