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SECTION 3. The said votes shall be counted, can- flew  auvramed* 

vassed, certified and returned in the same manner as is 
provided by law for counting, canvassing, returning 
and certifying the votes for county officers ; and the 
clerk of the board of supervisors of said county shall 
record the result of the same in some record book pro-
vided for that purpose, in his office, and transmit, with-
out delay, a certified copy of such record to the secre-
tary of state, at Madison, who shall file and preserve 
the same. 

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect .and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.

AN ACT to authorize the Secretary of State to audit express ac- 
counts. 

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate 
and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. In the distribution of blanks books, or =far:* 

other packages, (where such distribution is directed by blanks. 

law,) whenever the packages shall be too large or ex-
pensive to send by mail, the secretary of state is hereby 
authorized to transact the same by express, and the ac-
counts for express charges shall be audited, and war-
rants drawn of [on] the state treasury thereof, in the 
same manner as in other authorized audited accounts.

SECTION 2. There is hereby annually appropriated APProPristicit• 

out of any money in the state treasury not otherwise 
appropriated, a sum sufficient to pay the warrants thus 
drawn. 

SBOTION 3. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
