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best ; and the said board shall have the paramount 
control of said harbor and the improvements thereof, 
anything in the charter of the city of Sheboygan to 
the contrary notwithstanding. But none of such mon-
ey shall be expended west of the low water mark of 
Lake Michigan. 

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication, and it shall 
be published immediately after its passage.

CHAPTER 157.

AN ACT to legalize the official acts of Russell H. Emerson, as jus- 
tice of the peace in the county of La Fayette. 

Du, people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. That all the official acts and duties per- Legalized. 

formed by Russell H. Emerson, as justice of the peace 
in the town of Elk Grove, in the county of La Fayette, 
in this state, prior to the passage of this act, so far as 
the same are consistent with the general laws of this 
state, are hereby legalized and declared to be as valid, for 
all practical purposes, as if the said Russell H. Emer-
son had been a full citizen of the United States. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage. 	.
