AN ACT (o provide for the publication of eight thousand copies of
n school code.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows:

Sgerion 1. The supeintendent [superintendent] of Autborityte
public instruction is hereby authorized to procure the simetion,
publication, in pamphlet form, of eight thousand copies
of a school code, containing all the school laws of the
state, together with necessary instructions and forms,
with a suitable index, to be printed by the persons
authorized to do the state printing, at the expense of
the state; and he is further directed to furnish a copy
of said code to each school district clerk, each town
clerk and each county superintendent of schools of the
state.

SectIoN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 202.

AN ACT to vacate the plat of “ Balsam lake.” in the county of
Polk.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SkcrioN 1. All of the plat of “Balsam lake,” in the Ppiat vacated

county of Polk, situated in the north-east (N. E.)
quarter of section ten, in township thirty-four, of range
seventeen west, is hereby vacated : provided, however,
that any person or persons owning a lot or lots in the
aforesaid plat, for the purpose of sale or paying taxes
thereon, may describe such lots as heretofore, to wit:
as lot ——, of block , in the village plat of ‘“Bal-
sam lake.”
