The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn semale
and assembly, do enact as follows :

There is hereby granted to the counties
of Crawford, Vernon and La Croese, all the swamp snd
overflowed lands granted to this state by act of congrees
of September twenty-eight, sighteen hundred and fifty,
not heretofore disposed of, lying within the limits of
said countiee, respoctively, along the banks of the Mis-
sisaippi river, anq including all islands on'the east side
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of the thread of the main channel: provided, no subdi- Provis.
vision greater than a quarter section in width, from east

to west, from high water mark, shall be included ; and

any title or recognition under said act of congress to

this state, shall inure to said counties, respectively, or

their assigns.
