AN ACT to authorize the county of Dunn to issue bonds for the 
erection of county buildings. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen- 
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

J°" tion of a court house and county buildings, the board 

of supervisors of the oounty of Dunn are hereby author-
ized to issue the bonds of said county of Dunn to an 
amount not exceeding the sum of twelve thousand dol-
lars, which bonds, or the proceeds thereof, shall be ap-
plied in defraying the expenses of erecting a court 
house and county buildings in the county of Dunn, and 
for no other purpose whatever.
